THE LETTER OF ISHTAR-SHUMU-ERESH TO ASHARHADDON
(ABL 519 = LAS 13) IN THE CONTEXT OF FORECASTING

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nomena prevailing in this period, determines the future successful conquest of
the main geopolitical enemy of Assyria - Egypt. It is indicated that the under-
standing of the relationship between the movement of the planets and human
activity at the mental, and, accordingly, physical levels, permeated all the Assyri-
an and Babylonian representatives of that era, and, accordingly, gave their confi-
dence an additional internal (esoteric) motivation.
