Abstract: The article is devoted to the milestones of the formation
and development of the Gyumri branch of the Yerevan State Conservatory
after Komitas.

The Conservatory was founded in 1997 to provide high-quality musical
education, train professional musical personnel and develop musical and
cultural life in the northern region of the Republic of Armenia with the
most important mission of assistance. Being the bearer and continuer of
the principles of the state policy of education, the university was formed
on the basis of the traditions of the Yerevan State Conservatory, a smithy
producing professional Armenian musicians, and the musical and histor-
ical heritage of Shirak.

THE VISION OF JERUSALEM IN THE ARMENIAN
HYMNOGRAPHY

(Chants of midday for the Mass «Praise, Jerusalem» and

Abstract

Introduction: The Armenian Liturgy, the Hours service, the ceremony
of commemoration of the dead and many other liturgical canons were
formed already in the IV-V centuries, immediately after the creation of
the Armenian alphabet and in close connection with biblical notions and
patristic exegetical literature. The article is devoted to samples of Armen-
ian hymnography dedicated to the vision of Jerusalem. Methods and ma-
terials: The Armenian sharakans are considered by the historical-critical
method. Analysis: The vision of Jerusalem as the city of God, embodying
the glory of the Lord, is present in Mass hymns «Praise, Jerusalem» per-
formed during the Liturgy. According to the medieval sources, the canon-
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ical text was translated by Catholikos Hovhan Mandakuni (V century). A
different, eschatological hypostasis of the vision of Jerusalem is presented
in the chant «To the Higher Jerusalem» from the canon of the dead, be-
longing to Catholicos Petros Getadarts (XI century). Results: The two hy-
postases of the vision of Jerusalem, the image of the Holy city, are
reflected in the Armenian hymnography with artistic expressiveness and
in accordance with the theological concepts of medieval mentality, pre-
senting fertile material for both independent and comparative study of
other hymnographical traditions.

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THE ART OF TURKISH-SPEAKING ARMENIAN ASHUGH
AS HISTORICAL CULTURAL PHENOMENON

Abstract

Introduction: The article is devoted to the study and evaluation of the
historical cultural foundations of Turkish-speaking Armenian ashughs’
creative work. Methods and materials: Consideration of scientific and
documentary materials and musical poetic texts sheds light on the man-
ifestation of professional and national identity, linguistic orientations,
genre and stylistic preferences of the multilingual Armenian ashughs in
the complex socio-political context of the multinational Ottoman Empire.
Analysis: The Armenian bards living in different centers of the Near and
Middle East drew their material from Armenian reality; they were knowl-
edgeable in national music, treated Christian themes in their moral-reli-
gious songs, though they used common metrical forms composing in the
Persian, Georgian and Turkish languages. Results: Foreign and interlin-
gual borrowings, present in the songs of Armenian ashughs, contributed
to the recognition and dissemination of their art as well as stimulated the
reflection of national religious themes as manifestations of identity. A true
assessment of this cultural phenomenon emphasizes the important role
of Armenian musical art in the all- eastern ashugh tradition.

ASHUGH FIZAHI: A STORY OF A SONG

Abstract

Introduction: The article is dedicated to Ashugh Fizahi from Alexan-
dropol and the history, lifestyle, musical and textual description and eval-
uation of his song “Vard koshiks“ (“Rose Shoe”). Although the Ashugh
styles are close and related to the folk work in the simplicity of composi-
tion, clean page, and memorable melody, they are authentic in their type,
character, plot content and poetics. Methods and materials: Numerous
manuscript and printed samples of the song have been analyzed using
manuscript comparison and historiographical methods. Analysis: Through
textual and musicological analysis, versions of the song, which often lack
the author’s name, are brought together. All examples of note recording
and development of the song “Rose Shoe” are very different from each
other in musical forms, use of means of expression - measure, rhythm,
presence or absence of melismas, performance composition. The com-
ments about the genre of the song in the collections are also different:
song, dance. Results: In addition to being a singer, songwriter, musician,
Ashugh Fizahi was also a teacher and a figure with his own place and role
in the Ashugh community.

Abstract

Introduction: Trade union as a structure defining the system of activity
and livelihood of the ashughs, on the one hand continued the Armenian
medieval Gusan art, and on the other hand, assimilated the classical music
traditions of the Middle Eastern oral tradition. Thus. The poetic text and
the metric, which are considered primary in the work of ashugh, made it
possible to adjust them according to preference, because the master
ashugh was free in the choice of the musical component and chose the
mode he wanted at the appropriate moment of the work or performance.
Methods and materials: With the help of historical-comparative and his-
torical-musicological methods, important facts related to the life of the
troupes were observed. Analysis: With the help of historical-comparative
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and musicological methods, the canonical thematic material preserved as
much as possible in the interpretations of musical instruments, mainly
mughams, was observed, revealing the versatile technical performance
possibilities of the instrument. Results: As the archival materials have
shown, the specialized knowledge of the troupes was coordinated in the
troop coordination, without restricting their free and creative transfor-
mations and realizations. It applied both to the genres of songs and to
the arrangement of poetic texts.

KEY ISSUES OF NOTATION OF ARMENIAN FOLK
MELODIES

Abstract

Introduction The article, devoted to one of the most important prob-
lems of Armenian musical folkloristics - the notation of folklore material,
presents modern means and types of solution to this problem. During a
two-century period, the modern process of notation has improved and
developed, passing through various stages of development. However,
today, preparing the material recorded in different chronological periods
for publication, it is clear that there is a need to identify this process. Un-
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doubtedly, the highly professional work done by different transcribers
needs to be coordinated and revised in order to compile today a single
collection of transcription principles. Methods and materials Preparing
the material recorded in different eras for publication today, the main
collections containing samples of Armenian musical folklore were studied
using the comparative method. Analysis The basis of the comparative
analysis was the registration of the scale and the notes of the melody of
the song, and the fixation of its pitch. The complexity of the problem is
that one of the responsible works performed by the editor of the collec-
tion of folk songs is to correct, regulate and homogenize the material.
Results Notational disagreements do not at all degrade the quality of pres-
entation of the material and its perception, however, it becomes obvious
that the clarification of notation issues will help to form a database of
principles, a system, thanks to which it will be possible to further improve
and regulate the quality of notation of folk songs.

Abstract

Introduction: The article is devoted to the musical folklore of Javakhk.
We are talking about the material collected in the villages of Turtskh, Zak
and Lomaturtskh of the Akhalkalaki region during the autumn ethno-
graphic expedition organized in 2017 by the Gyumri branch of the Yere-
van State Conservatory after Komitas (headed by teacher N. Yeghoyan).
Methods and materials: In addition to village songs, many samples of au-
thor’s and ashugh songs have been studied by musical-theoretical and
folklore methods. Analysis: The genre range is wide, including many
songs of spiritual content: from labor, to lyrical lullabies, ritual, as well
as wanderer songs and laments. Results: Based on the records made in
three villages, it is impossible to judge the musical folklore heritage that
has been preserved in the whole region unambiguously. Although the in-
fluence of the Internet and television on folk art is great and the discovery
of original, orally transmitted samples from generation to generation is
becoming more difficult every year, however, the presented work on col-
lecting information and recording songs is relevant and important.

ABOUT SOME STYLE CHARACTERISTICS OF THE

Abstract

Introduction: The article is dedicated to the stylistic features of dance,
one of the most vibrant genres of Armenian folk music, on the example
of one dance song Habrban. Methods and materials: Based on the fact
that the origin of various versions of dances is determined by local char-
acteristics, the article examined about 23 dances using the comparative
method. Analysis: As a result of the analysis of the textual, structural,
phonological and spatial components of the Habrban dance, the most im-
portant fictional features of the dance are brought together.Results: Al-
though most of the observed samples of the Habrban song did not go
beyond the borders of the Shirak region, they underwent significant
changes in terms of both poetic and musical texts. Those paragraphs, the
versions of which were written down outside the borders of the Shirak
region, were influenced by the dialects of the given regions.

Abstract

Introduction: The article is dedicated to the musical folklore of Akhurik
village of Shirak region and the current issues of traditional heritage. Meth-
ods and materials: The traditional song and folklore heritage of the rural
community was observed using historical and musicological methods. Ritual
songs are also common. Analysis: The article analyzes about 100 folk songs
and instrumental samples written by the poets of Akhurik rural community
of Shirak region, some of which are being published for the first time. The
most popular and popular genre of folklore is the dance song with context
specifics. Results: Our observations confirm that traditional musical culture
played an important role in the lives of Mshetsi who left their homeland,
were deprived of their homeland and rediscovered community life. In the
context of cultural manifestations of other rural communities of Shirak re-
gion, Akhurik presents itself with original manifestations.

Abstract

Introduction: Magical folklore occupies a great place in the field of re-
searching ancient beliefs, religious notions, and worldviews of ancient
people and has important historical and cultural value from the point of
view of revealing and illuminating their primitive thinking, poetic percep-
tion. Methods and materials: To substantiate the given facts and make
accurate conclusions, the multifaceted relationship of Armenian Folk
Songs (Hayrens, Antunis, Songs) and blessings-good wishes are examined
in the articleby means of historical-comparative, typological, as well as
comparative methods. Analysis: Blessings- Good Wishes, as initial types
of magic-applied folklore, have been widespread in everyday life of all
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the people of the world and even today they have their own place in var-
ious spheres of life, starting with everydayconversational “Arevd apri”,
“Jivan umbr u arevd yerkari“ and others, to a certain ritual environment.
In these magical formulas, the provisionof the material, physical, mental
or moral condition is emphasized and the wish to save and protect the
blessed person from all kinds of evil and trouble. As magical words of
desire, Blessings-Good Wishes have unstoppable magical power and are
aimed at changing the given object, person and situation. Results: Being
distinguished by their characteristic features from other types of folk art-
the above-mentioned formulaic structures are,at the same time,closely
related to them. The connection is manifested both by plot-structural pe-
culiarities, means of depiction, as well as by full or partial use.

Abstract

Introduction: Folklore is a record of the local elements of modernity.
In this paper the narrative of modernity is drawn from Haryanvi folklore.
This folkloric account of modernity as a move towards justice and rights
gives a different dimension to the grand discourse of modernity. Methods
and materials: In this article, a few items from Haryanvi folklore - one
folk dance, one folk joke and one real-life performer’s experiences-are
being referred to to locate consciousness of justice and rights as the
markers of modernity among the folk personae and performers in
Haryanvi culture. Analysis: It focuses on the change of cultural institutions
and interactions between communities. It analyses the rules, systems and
values that underpin development. Results: The folklore items referred
to in this article depict Haryanvi society as passing through a phase of
self-renewing and self-transformation. And mobility is the primary har-
binger of modernity as it brings different cultures in contact and provides

a person a critical perspective to view one’s culture and society.

INTRODUCTION: Modernity is taken as “the period of the new,” and
to be modern is “to be constantly confronted by the new” [7, p. 46, 48].
Kant as a critic of modernity finds beneath the chaos of routine life a
‘plan’ (what Lyotard calls a ‘grand narrative’) which projects a rational fu-
ture. In that future, people will determine their own destinies and estab-
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lish systems and institutions which will ensure the development of an egal-
itarian human society. Habermas points out three key aspects of the dis-
course of modernity: emancipation of subjectivity from mystical and
religious world views; the idea of history as the story of the rational
progress of humanity; and possibilities of the resistance to the commod-
ification of daily life. As such ‘modernity’ precludes the clash between the
old and the new for renewal through conflict, contradiction and disinte-
gration. According to Marshal Berman, modernity “pours us into a mael-
strom of perpetual disintegration and renewal, of struggle and
contradiction, of ambiguity and anguish. To be modern is to be part of a
universe in which, as Marx said, “all that is solid melts into air” [1, p.15].
As such modernity can be identified with humankind’s striving for con-
tinual progress as it emphasizes the value-oriented culture of people.

If reason and intellect are to be taken as modern elements, then
modernity can be said to have begun with Industrial Revolution. But if
modernity is taken as the awareness of sense of justice and rights, it is as
old as human history is. It is in the latter sense that Jameson calls moder-
nity “not a concept but rather a narrative category” [4, p. 94]. In this
sense, folklore narratives are a record of the local elements of modernity
which strive for continual renewal of the social and cultural systems in
the light of new experiences. This folkloric account of modernity as a
move towards justice and rights focuses on the change of cultural insti-
tutions and interactions between communities. It analyses the rules, sys-
tems and values that underpin development. In this article, three items
from Haryanvi folklore - a folk dance, a folktale and a real-life performer’s
experiences - have been discussed to locate consciousness of justice and
rights as the markers of modernity among the folk personae and per-
formers in Haryanvi culture. The folktale is about robbing of a traveller
by the chieftain of a village where the former stays for night: That very
night, his mare gives birth to a foal; in the morning, the host puts his
claims on the foal by saying that the traveller did not have it when he
came last evening. The matter is brought before the chieftain who is kin
of the host; the chieftain slyly twists the argument in favour of the host
by invoking the sense of justice. The dismayed traveller mocks at the chief-
tain’s sense of justice, but the latter ignores the satire and disposes of
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the traveller’s case abruptly. In the folk dance, a young woman, who is
hell-bound to jump out of the matrimonial bond, challenges her in-laws
not to try to keep her in their fold by alluring her with precious gifts. In
the third instance, a female mourner asserts her right as a leader of the
mourning procession at the death of a person by deciding on her own
whom to mourn at during the procession in spite of the objections raised
by the family of the deceased.

Haryana is one of the states of India lying in the northern parts of the
country. The Haryanvi society reflected in its folklore can be described
as a traditional, agrarian society practicing Jajmani system to meet its re-
quirements. The term “traditional” refers to those societies that practice
indigenous and often ancient cultural practices based on myths and leg-
ends without any rational and scientifically verifiable basis. An “agrarian”
society is one relying for its subsistence on the cultivation of crops
through the use of plows and draft animals. Most members of agrarian
societies are peasants. They are the primary producers, the persons who
farm the land from day to day. A minority of the population engages itself
in specialized, full-time roles (such as blacksmith, carpenter or barber).
These artisans trade their skills for agricultural produce. In these soci-
eties, production is mostly for subsistence and not for market. Power is
shared on the basis of kinship. Community is always preferred over the
individual. Taboos and rules exercising informal control over society are
based on mythologies and not on logic. Jajmani system is a system of re-
ciprocal social and economic arrangements between families of different
castes within a village community in India, by which one family exclusively
performs certain services for the other, such as ministering to the ritual
or providing agricultural labour, in return for pay, protection, and em-
ployment security. These relations are supposed to continue from one
generation to the next, and payment is normally made in the form of a
fixed share in the harvest rather than in cash. The patron family itself can
be the client of another whom it patronizes for certain services and by
whom it is in turn patronized for other services.

Modernity is marked by loss of faith in mythologies that has hitherto
provided all-encompassing explanations of nature, morality and experi-
ence. the Indian myth of the origin of different castes from different parts
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of Brahma, and that of the man being superior to woman are the corner-
stones of any Indian folk belief. However, Haryanvi folk subvert these
myths and put a challenge to them through their performances and expe-
riences. They force the society to re-examine the question what is it to be
human, in the light of their new experiences. This paper focuses on “sub-
jectivity” as one of the three central categories to Habermas‘ depiction of
modernity. The subject is the ‘I’ that experiences, conceptualizes and in-
teracts with the world and partakes in and reflects upon the change. The
‘subject’ is taken as an agent of change as well as “a ground in which to
anchor truth, justice and beauty” [7, p. 52]. The subject, the ‘I’ that expe-
riences, conceptualizes and interacts with the world, is a central category
of the modern thought. As such it is the bearer of responsibilities and
rights, a member of society and a free acting agent of change. This mod-
ernist notion of the subject gives it a sense of the power to determine its
own conditions of existence. Such an account of subjectivity initiates a rev-
olutionary break from the traditional world-views to establish a new un-
derstanding of the basis of thought and action. The change in Haryanvi
society is to be understood from the perspective of these modern subjects.
It is the subject who actually experiences and meditates upon change. Sub-
jectivity is the growth in consciousness engendered through the interac-
tions with others in performances as well as in real life.

In Haryanvi society, one’s social position is determined by two factors:
caste and sex. Women and low-born people are the marginalized sections
in this tradition-bound society. Women have been forbidden traditionally
to own property, to engage in politics, to pursue education. This agrarian
society exercises very tight controls over female sexuality. Men demand
premarital virginity on the part of girls, and premarital and extramarital
sex on the part of women is severely punished, even including the murder
of the offending woman by her kinsmen. Women are viewed as immature,
and in need of male protection and supervision, and these conceptions
have been deeply embedded in agrarian religion, morality, and law. Sim-
ilarly kinship ties are manipulated to exercise coercive power over the
other-, especially the low-, caste people. In other words, Haryanvi society
like any other traditional, agrarian society has been the most consistently,
thoroughly, and intensively male supremacist and caste-conscious. A long
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tradition of segregation on the basis of sex and caste has developed into
an elaborate ideology celebrating the “natural” superiority of males over
females and those of the upper-caste over the low-caste people.

The folklore items referred to in this article depict Haryanvi society as
passing through a rudimentary phase of transformation. The subjects - one,
gendered (a woman), another, caste (low-born man) and the third one, caste-
gendered (a low-born female mourner) - appearing in the folklore items dis-
cussed here put a challenge to the irrational traditions and discriminatory
equations reigning in the traditional, agrarian Haryanvi society and deciding
their relationship with the elite in that society. These subjects appear to be
fighting against a society rooted in medieval traditions and customs. These
subjects have been identified in these items as a peasant woman, a mare-
owning Mirasi and a professional mourner known as Mirasan. The way these
subjects become aware of their rights and claims to natural justice is sug-
gested through their typical subject-positions in the society. Mobility is the
mantra leading to the instilling of modern consciousness in them as it brings
different cultures in contact and provides a person a critical perspective to
view one’s culture and society. While the mare-owning Mirasi in the folktale
is literally a traveler visiting far and distant places, the female performers in
the folk dance and the other one as a professional mourner too enjoy com-
paratively a more mobile life in comparison to women in a typically traditional
society. The need of more and more hands to do field-work compels men to
allow their women to come out of the four-walls of their houses. No doubt it
puts extra-burden on women; nonetheless it makes them bolder than typically
traditional women in the society; their more vocal cry against the sexual in-
justices practiced by society is an issue to be taken into account in this regard.
The professional mourner too enjoys the benefits of being a professional
much in demand on certain occasions. She manipulates her situation to cre-
ate an autonomous space for herself even in such a rigid and chauvinistic
society. The importance of their mobile positions in instilling in them a sense
of modernity becomes discernible when one looks at the pathetic lot of
women who hardly leave their homes, or the low-caste people who hardly
go outside their village. In this way, moving out of the claustrophobic ambi-
ence of the village in one case and that of the house in the other two cases
induce modern awareness among the subjects.
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The selected modern subjects here refuse to see themselves as the
subjectivities constructed externally by any mystical, religious, irrational
ideology. They rather ask for the logic behind these discriminatory tradi-
tions through their performances. Women challenge the irrational idea of
male supremacy. They make fun of the patriarchal sexual ideology. They
do not find any rationale behind such ideology especially when they de-
mand logic. It puts them in the position of modern subjects. They not only
challenge that ideology as something irrational but by desiring for the body
of an outsider male also transgress one of its most important tenets. For
instance, the woman dancing on a folk song challenges her patriarchal
masters to contain her within the so-called sacred walls of married life in
spite of their utmost cajoling and allurement. She rather says explicitly
that she cannot be held captive by alluring her with expensive garments
and jewelry. She tells them she is not going to stay with them any longer.
The performer questions the society’s expectation of her unwavering de-
votion to her husband and blind love for her children by keeping her sense
of renunciation and forgiveness alive in popular consciousness. The other
performer smashes the myth of fair skin as the marker of beauty by high-
lighting the glamour of her black skin during her performance. She chal-
lenges the illogicality of such demands and rather glorifies her dark skin.
Another woman - a professional mourner - turns out to be assertive while
justifying the way she mourns the dead in her real life. She asserts that
nobody can dictate her the terms in this regard. If anybody tries to do it,
she questions their rationale and threatens to leave the performance. An-
other folk figure - the mare-owning Mirasi, a low-caste entertainer - too
challenges the village Head in his own suggestive ways as he finds the lat-
ter’s traditional morality lacking in natural justice. These performers ques-
tion collectively the idea that there are eternal truths and transcendent
structures that organize reality, and in their turn demand the reconstruc-
tion of reality based on rights and justice.

High-caste elites have always needed coercive power to keep low-caste
labourers, peasants, artisans and tribal groups in place. To maintain his
hold over the produce of any kind, the chieftain in the folktale invokes
the primitive rule to keep the foal. The Mirasi resents it in his own way.
These subjects challenge the traditional morality and ideology of the dom-
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inant elite and strive to gain some control over their lives. They challenge
the discourses that govern their social interactions. They bring in the
changes or at least perform them through folklore - the changes that per-
petually dissolve any sense of stability or tradition that might force people
to bow before it unquestioningly. The change these folklore items suggest
may not be rapid but it is inevitable and continual. Haryanvi folk perform-
ers subvert the traditional myths providing all-encompassing explanations
of nature, morality and experience, and put a challenge to them through
their performances. They force the authorities to re-examine the question
what it is to be human in the light of their new experiences. A lower level
of tolerance of injustice can also be read as a feature of modernity. It can
be described as an advancement in the modern consciousness of the sub-
jects. Modernity can be taken as a reaction against illegitimate, illegal, ir-
rational domination. The growing consciousness of women and lower
castes against traditional domination is an element of modernity. The
dominant morality has recourse to the tradition to justify the discrimina-
tory system; but the modern especially young subjects are not silenced.
The question how this local subject is different from the one in domi-
nant western discourse of modernity is worth considering here. The
Haryanvi subject still resists too much individualistic perceptions of the
self unlike her western counterpart, and rather emphasizes reconciliation
and harmony with the rest of the world including men and upper caste
people. ‘Community consciousness’ is the hallmark of the alternate moder-
nity such local subjects try to assert as against the western emphasis on
individuality. To place a woman or a low-caste person in a subject position
in their history is not necessarily to make them individualistic. The crucial
struggle for emancipation in Haryanvi folklore is situated within a much
larger network where modernity is obliged to lose its European contours
which depend on an exclusive emphasis on individuality. These subaltern
subjects especially women have preserved pre-colonial modes of resist-
ance. Their struggle against a patriarchal domination has been overwhelm-
ingly indigenous in its structure. The notion of community is bound up
with peasant consciousness as opposed to a bourgeois consciousness. The
Haryanvi folklore performs the movement towards the social emancipation
of the oppressed sections as a whole and not that of the individual one.

These subjects challenge their rulers - economic, social and political-
, and strive to gain some control over their lives. They challenge the dis-
courses that govern their social interactions. These subjects hint at the
subtle transformation of the everyday lives of individuals and communi-
ties. They bring in the changes or at least perform them through folklore,
the changes that perpetually dissolve any sense of stability or tradition
that might bind people together. This progress of history may not be as
“inevitable” as Berman suggests to be able to sweep away one’s traditional
roots and transport the subject into a radically different future. What Mal-
pas observes applies aptly to the Haryanvi folk: “If changes in culture and
society can change human experience, then there is a point in challenging
existing structures in order to liberate those who are oppressed or mar-
ginalised, and their struggle is a practical social one rather than just an
intellectual exercise” [7, p. 54].

CONCLUSION: Any performance in general, and the folk perform-
ance in particular, does not offer any precise answers to the problems; it
rather raises constructive questions and corrective doubts. It performs
resistance as the basic feature of everyday life. It exposes the institutions
as something inefficient and implicitly oppressive. According to Haber-
mas, modernity is “the epoch that lives for the future, that opens itself
up to the novelty of the future [3, p. 05]. In this regard, folklore evokes
anti-hegemonic possibilities. It becomes a site for the subaltern to listen
to each other, to speak back to powers that marginalize them, and keep
the hope of a more egalitarian society alive till the modernist project of
justice for all remains incomplete.

Introduction: The article is dedicated to the musical figures inspired
by the poetic texts, who occupy a unique place in the comprehensive
themes of the composer Yervand Yerkanyan’s work, a brilliant represen-
tative of the modern Armenian school of composers.

The choice of
this or that literary text is determined by the peculiarities of the com-
poser’s world perception and language thinking. Results: The analysis of
the artistic content of the studied material and the creative problem make
it possible to present the inner world of the composer, the originality,
uniqueness of his musical thinking and his place in the panorama of Ar-
menian and world music.

AL. SPENDIARYAN’S CREATIVITY
IN G. TIGRANOV’S OBSERVATIONS

Abstract

Introduction: The article is devoted to the scientific assessment, state-
ments about the work of the founder of Armenian classical musician A.
Spendiaryan, given by the famous musicologist G. Tigranov. Methods and
materials: By means of historical and musicological methods we have
studied G. Tigranov’s articles, notes. Analysis: We have analyzed many
articles, scientific reports of G. Tigranov, dedicated to the life and work
of A. Spendiaryan. Results: G.Tigranov devoted most of his scientific ac-
tivity to the study of the life and work of the famous Armenian composer
Al.Spendiaryan. These voluminous works have left their mark on the study
of the history of Armenian music.

INTRODUCTION Georgi Tigranov was born in Petersburg in 1908,
died in 1934. He graduated from the historical department of the
Leningrad Conservatory, studied B. Asafyev, S.Ginsburg, R. Gruber, then
taught history of music in Leningrad, and then also at Komitas State Con-
servatories in Yerevan. In the course of his long-term scientific activity,
G. Tigranov has written valuable works dedicated to foreign, Russian and
Armenian music, compiled and edited many collections dedicated to
B.Asafyev, A.Khachaturyan, to the life and work of Sarajev and others.
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Tigranov dedicated a large part of his scientific activity to the famous
Armenian composer Spendiaryan’s life and creative activity. Those volu-
minous works have left their own mark in the study of the history of Ar-
menian music.

In 1901 after completing the Rimsky-Korsakov courses, Spendiaryan
moved to Yalta (Crimea) and lived here for about 15 years. It was in
Crimea that the beginning of the new, independent phase of the creative
life of the Spendiaryan composer was made. The following years in his
life were marked by multifaceted music-giving-social and compositional
activities, and also contributed to his creative development.

At the beginning of the 20th century, Yalta became the center of major
cultural forces, which undoubtedly had a great impact on the spiritual
life of that provincial coastal city. In Yalta, Al. Spendiaryan found himself
in the midst of progressive intellectuals, began to live with their spiritual
interests [1, p. 69].

Endowed with high human qualities and personal charm, Spendiaryan
enjoyed the sincere love and respect of his contemporaries. He had close
relationships with many people. Both the extensive correspondence of
the composer and the memories of his contemporaries provide a clear
idea of this. In the Spendiaryans’ house, one could meet both folk singers,
whom the composer liked to listen to and recorded folk melodies from,
as well as prominent figures of culture: Aivazovsky, Gorky, Shalyapin,
Glazunov and others [2].

In a short period of time, the Spendiaryans’ house turned into an im-
portant cultural center of Yalta. During that period, Spendiaryan was al-
ready attracted to folk art. He collected, recorded, processed and used
samples of folk music in his creations with great love.

There is an opinion that Spendiaryan’s life in the Crimea was devoid
of particularly significant events and generally went smoothly. We tend
to assume that this point of view was born solely from Spendiaryan’s mod-
esty (he wrote his autobiography in a very restrained tone), as well as
from insufficient research of many facts of his meaningful life.

Actually, during the considered period, Spendiaryan’s creative biog-
raphy was full of significant events. The first of them was his meeting with
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Gorky in 1902 in summer. Contact with the great writer was of great im-
portance for the creative biography of the composer. Gorky’s high hu-
manism, libertarianism and true democracy could not have an influence
on the formation of Spendiaryan’s world view. His memories about Gorky
are full of enthusiastic lines, the composer is delighted with the simplicity,
sincerity and kindness of the writer [3, p. 7-9].

Almost every winter, Spendiaryan visited St. Petersburg, met Rimsky-
Korsakov and Glazunov. He kept the feeling of infinite love and respect
for his great teacher throughout his life. In turn, Rimsky-Korsakov re-
sponded to these feelings with an unconditional recognition of his student’s
exceptional giftedness [2, pp. 24-27]. Spendiaryan not only loved the
teacher’s music, but also knew it perfectly. According to Tigranov, in the
personal library of the composer, a large place was devoted to the works
of Rimsky-Korsakov. Spendiaryan described his creative activities in detail
in his letters to his teacher. The teacher’s death in 1908 deeply influenced
Spendiaryan. “There will be no second one like Rimsky-Korsakov,” said
the composer, “his name will always remain alive and familiar” [4, p. 76].

According to Tigranov, Spendiaryan also established close ties with
Glazunov during the Crimean period of his life. In Yalta, the latter was an
expected guest at Spendiaryan’s house. Both composers were actively in-
volved in each other’s lives and shared their creative ideas [2, p. 38].

According to G. Tigranov, interesting information about Spendiaryan’s
creative meetings during the period under study can also be found in M.
Gnesin, S. Vasilenko and B. Asafyev’s memories [2, p. 88]. Asafyev’s
memories about Spendiaryan are especially worth mentioning. “| started
meeting him, writes Asafyev, “in former Petersburg, back in my university
years, and very quickly | felt affection for him [2, p. 90].

Thanks to Spendiarov, Asafyev became interested in Armenia and Ar-
menian culture. “| started getting acquainted with Armenian poetry and
the melodies of folk songs. Spendiaryan and Brusov’s book about Armen-
ian poetry left a special impact on me” [6, p. 14].

During the Crimean period of his activity, Spendiaryan also estab-
lished close relations with Armenian artists. At first he got acquainted
with V. Surenyants and Tatevosyan.
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According to Tigranov, the growing importance of Armenian themes
in Spendiaryan’s work was directly dependent on the strengthening of
his ties with Armenian literature. 1900 since then, he established contacts
with Tsaturyan, Shahaziz and Hovh. Hovhannisyan was acquainted with
Kh. Abovyan and R. Patkanyan’s works [1, p. 81].

One of the most significant events in Spendiaryan’s creative life was
his acquaintance with Hovh. with Tumanyan. The a-masculine classic of
Armenian literature was a passionate fighter for realism and nationalism
in national literature and art. His works had a great impact on Armenian
musical art. His poems are an inexhaustible source of inspiration for Ar-
menian composers. A. was written based on Tumanyan’s works. Tigranyan’s
opera “Anoush”, A. Ter-Ghevond-yan’s symphonic poem “Akhtamar”. By
the way, Komitas also tried to write an opera with the plot of “Anoush”
for a long time.

According to Tigranov, the given information gives an opportunity to
get an idea of the spiritual atmosphere in which Spendiaryan lived and
worked creatively during the Crimean period of his life. Acquaintance
with the works written in these years allows to form a certain image about
the famous composer. “Soft, shy, gentle and extraordinarily modest,”
Ahavasik G. Tigranov’s description of Spendiaryan [1, p. 83].

Spendiarov was a hard-working man with wide interests and an inex-
haustible love for music. Creating a new work, he devoted himself whole-
heartedly to it. C. According to Tigranov, the composer’s obsession with
his own work could often leave the impression of a scattered person,
someone withdrawn from life [1, p. 83].

Stubborn in his creative pursuits, excessively demanding and strict to-
wards himself and others, he became harsh and irritable, facing the man-
ifestation of vulgarity and impurity in life and art. During the study-loving
period of his life, the soft, sincere, introspective lyricism and tendency to
reflection were most often emphasized in Spendiarov’s work.

At the same time, G. Tigranov considers it important to emphasize a
new direction in the development of Spendiaryan’s work: the composer’s
ever-growing interest in social, philosophical, heroic-liberational themes.
At first in an allegorical, then also in an open form, Spendiaryan embod-
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ied disturbing thoughts about the plight of his people in his creations.
Calls for justice and freedom appear in his works. The composer accepts
with pain the fact of the beginning of the First World War, worries about
the fate of Armenians living in Turkey.

Spendiaryan rarely spoke about his ideological and artistic principles
and ideals. Nevertheless, G. of the composer’s works. Tigranov’s analysis
convincingly shows the following. Spendiaryan’s work developed in a re-
alistic direction. Not recognizing abstract art, he tried to fill music with
vital content. One of Spendiaryan’s main requirements for his work was
popularity.

He strove to embody the life and interests of a common man in his
works, to connect his work more and more firmly with popular music, to
make it understandable for the broad circles of society. If folk music was
one source that nourished Spendiaryan’s creative mind, the other source
was classical music. Mastering the traditions of Russian music of the 19th
century gave him the opportunity to raise the Armenian musical art to a
new level, take it on the path of creating great opera and symphonic
works, helped him to raise the music of his people to the level of classics.

According to Tigranov, the most important thing, in which the unique
originality of Spendiaryan’s work is manifested, is that he managed to dis-
cover the “new east” in music. With his works, he introduced a new, pre-
viously unknown Armenian world of images and melodies into chamber
and symphonic music. During the Crimean period of his life, Spendi-
aryan becomes an Armenian national composer, a person who has the
courage to solve the problems faced by the young Armenian school of
composers. He is constantly enriching his musical language, looking for
new means of expression.

CONCLUSION: Summarizing the brief examination of the Crimean
period of the activity of the great Armenian composer, we should note
the following. As an artist, he reached his artistic maturity until 1917.
1900-1917 the created works received great recognition from the music
community. His music was played in concert halls, city parks, homes and
elsewhere.

INTRODUCTION. The human existence is dependent on both nature
and culture, as they are the two parents of human beings. We constantly
interact with nature by breathing, consuming food and sunlight, and
adapting to weather changes. Culture, on the other hand, is the intangible
realm of human perceptions, meanings, and ways of being, that shapes
our human identity. Simply being born into a human body is not enough
to become human, as growing up within a human community and culture
is essential. Although nature can exist without human influence, humans
cannot exist without the influence of both nature and culture. Our bodies
are intertwined with cultural values, beliefs, and worldviews that are in-
ternalized through communication [18]. Each person develops within a
specific cultural environment that is rooted in the physical features of the
world, geography, and the surrounding landscape.The relationship
among nature, culture, and humans is explored in various scientific fields
including cultural anthropology, psychological anthropology, ethno-se-
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mantics, ethno-linguistics, and even geo-psychology. This dynamic inter-
action between visible geography and internal geography, the geography
of people’s souls, has been linked by some scholars, who relate the ex-
pansiveness of the Russian soul to the vast landscapes of Russia [3, 14,
15]. Similarly, another author saw mythological systems as classification
schemes that function like grids, in which the dimensions are determined
and established by certain attributes of the natural world, thereby con-
structing a rendition of the physical universe as a written work.

As Wendell Berry [4], an American farmer and poet, suggests, we can
shift our perspective to one where nature, the environment, or a partic-
ular landscape is not our property, but rather we and our bodies are part
of it. This would enable us to move away from anthropocentrism. We can
experience the co-creative connection with nature through expressive
arts, which involve a creative process that is inherently rejuvenating and
innovative. This enables us to transcend our limited perceptions and es-
tablish our own subjective and embodied connection, rather than just a
conceptual one, without any utilitarian purpose.

The cultural background plays a significant role in the way humans
interact with nature. The English and French gardens provide examples
of this, where the former incorporates the natural landscape while the
latter is more structured and ordered. Chinese and Japanese gardens are
known for their ability to combine natural and man-made elements, cre-
ating a harmonious and spiritual experience. Europeans and Russians
often make a clear distinction between the spiritual and material worlds,
treating them as opposite entities. This perception is deeply ingrained in
Russian culture [16, 17]. In Armenian culture great importance is placed
on the perception of nature as it serves as a symbol for psychoregulation.
Nature is full of archetypal symbols and characters, and it provides a
sense of safety for people. It is seen as a symbol of man and archetypal
thinking, and the images of nature are sometimes understood as mystical
visions that are both alienated and divine, surpassing man’s experience.
When a person is born, they carry the light of nature within them, but
external or internal adaptation disturbances may cause this light to fade
over time [9]. After the war and pandemic, incorporating native nature
through art we aimed to help individuals strengthen their sense of self
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and develop a resilient ego. By emphasizing the connection to the natural
world, the recovery process can be accelerated.

Humanity faces the significant challenge of adaptation, which can be
addressed through two approaches: modifying the external world to align
with nature, or adapting to the natural changes in the existing external
world. Both of these methods result in the emergence of logical and ar-
chetypal thinking, which assists in regulating the psyche [13].

The issue of adapting to one’s inner self is evident in nature, culture,
and mythology. During a person’s development, they are influenced by
the culture and experiences of previous generations, which leads to the
inheritance of archetypal thinking. This way of thinking is not in opposition
to other forms of thinking but rather complements and enhances a per-
son’s psyche, aiding in their adaptation. The external and internal worlds
are interconnected and mutually influence one another, allowing for easy
transfer of archetypal thinking through the logical processing of traditions,
customs, and rituals. Nature aids in this process by providing a means of
cultivating and transmitting archetypal thinking to future generations [10].

In accordance with the universal myths, every nation throughout the
world has tied their destiny to nature, particularly the stars and celestial
bodies, and oriented themselves accordingly, making predictions by means
of them, which seem to have brought comfort to people’s hearts and souls.
Symbols that are universally recognized such as earth, water, fire, and the
cross for Christians can also function as both national and personal sym-
bols. The Armenians have their own beliefs and cults which emphasize the
[6] connection between the stars and human destinies, the communication
between souls and stars, and the cosmic balance of good and evil forces.
The old mythology believes that the stars act as guardians of the natural
elements within the boundaries of the universe to prevent flooding of the
earth. They not only govern individual destinies but also of entire nations
and people. In popular beliefs, a malevolent star governs over seven
benevolent stars, which are present in the seven layers of heaven, and
have control over certain negative natural phenomena. The people dread
the appearance of comets, which signify a significant shift in the natural
and societal forces. For instance, a black comet appearing before the de-
struction of Jerusalem was an ominous sign of impending violence.
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In human culture, besides stars, there is another fascinating symbol
of nature, the “four peaks of fire” symbol. This symbol expands the sym-
bolism of fire by adding movement, change, and eternal aspects to it. De-
spite its constant changes, it remains unchanged and embodies strength,
lightness, and warmth as inherent characteristics. In Eastern traditions,
it is depicted as a sacred bird guarding fire, while in Sumerian myths, it
brings good news after a flood. In popular culture, it is also portrayed as
kind, wise, and a counselor. The number four had a sacred meaning in
ancient times and symbolized the four sides of the world [5].

In various traditional and cultural contexts, fire has been attributed
with a protective role and the ability to ward off evil spirits. In the context
of Armenian culture, the symbolic meaning of fire is linked to the idea of
the hearth, which encompasses the universal symbolism of life and the
beginning of life. The worship of the hearth is associated with the fire of
the house and the veneration of ancestors. The hearth is viewed as a sym-
bol of the family, and the fire of the hearth represents the family’s conti-
nuity. Saying “Put out the fire” is considered a sin, while “Bless the fire”
is used instead. The purification of the king with fire was a ritual per-
formed before entering the matrimonial veil, first to dispel troubles and
evil spirits, and then to affirm his manhood. In general, the symbolic
meaning of fire has similar features across different cultures, and in Ar-
menian religious life, it takes on a national color [1].

The primary symbols of nature representing spatial and sensory orien-
tation include up-down, right-left, outer-inner, big-small, wet-dry, light-dark,
earth-sky, earth-underworld, land-sea, north-south, west-east, summer-win-
ter, sun-moon. Additionally, symbols related to social status such as mine-
other, and male-female exist, as well as symbols that relate to space
boundaries such as water-fire and building-desert. Vague numerical symbols
like two-three, thousand and one, and countless-countless also exist. Fun-
damental symbols that represent death-life and happiness-unhappiness, as
well as the spiritual-worldly are also present. In general, the meaning of
universal symbols is defined by their characteristics. The symbols may rep-
resent the preservation of life or the achievement of a particular goal. Ad-
ditionally, symbols can convey a hierarchy of importance, with certain
symbols being considered more important or significant than others [8].
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Another group of characteristics is associated with the methods or
ways of representing symbols, such as through individuals, objects, ce-
lestial bodies, and natural and supernatural forces. To represent the be-
ginning of life, the division of the universe, and the origin of humankind
from the cosmic tree, symbols are used. Along with physical objects,
dream symbolism includes all its components. The shift in meaning, sig-
nificance, form, and content from one symbol to another is a crucial char-
acteristic of dream symbolism. Symbols overlap each other, and their
hierarchy is based on the logic of constructing and conveying symbols.

We can differentiate between universal, national, and personal sym-
bols. Universal symbols can evolve into national symbols that hold a dis-
tinct significance within a nation’s spiritual culture. The formation and
growth of national symbols are influenced by the components of ethnic
self-awareness, such as a sense of ethnicity, ethnocentrism, enduring cus-
toms, and cultural preferences. The self-awareness of an ethnic group
encompasses both nature and culture [5].

The cultural symbols of the Armenian nation have the same meaning
as universal symbols, but they also have additional meanings specific to
their spatial, climatic, and ethnic characteristics [2]. For example, many
symbolic images related to the four elements of the world, such as earth,
water, air, and sun, are similar to those found in Armenian national cul-
ture. The sun is represented in Armenian symbology as a disk behind
mountains. Other symbols such as the radial wheel, double disc, and
swastika also show traces of sun worship. Although the tree of life is a
universal symbol that represents the council of life, its symbolic image in
Armenian culture carries a tone of national specificity and expands the
scope of its meaning.

In Armenian culture, the decoration of wedding toast trees does not
represent the biblical family tree of Christ and Mary. Rather, it is a rep-
resentation of the forgotten and remembered ancestors of the lineage.
The use of binary flowers and twigs in the decoration symbolizes the
image of the original pair of the lineage - the male and female forces.
The concepts of the tree of life, ancestors, and deities are interconnected
in Armenian culture. The goddess of fertility is sometimes used to repre-
sent the foremother [8].
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It is important to recognize the concept of universality in material cul-
ture, where ethnic characteristics are transferred to the spiritual realm.
In this context, every aspect of material and spiritual culture carries a so-
cial dimension. Thus, universal cultural elements, basic social structures,
celebrations, rituals, customs, and traditions become part of the national
cultural system and acquire a unique significance as signs and symbols.
These symbols are not identical to the elements themselves, but rather
exist solely within the boundaries of the national cultural system.

The specific meanings assigned to national symbols may suggest that
the universal elements they represent have a distinct and unique signifi-
cance. This is different from cases where the objects themselves have dis-
tinctive forms that reflect cultural beliefs about the world and its people.
In some instances, a national symbol can serve as a unifying factor, ex-
pressing the collective psyche of the nation. When a symbol is integrated
into the life of a nation, it carries various layers of national psychology
and becomes a condensation of the nation’s mental aspirations. This is
evident in the symbols of national epic heroes, such as St. David and Little
Mher, as well as in symbols related to the historical fortunes and destiny
of the Armenian ethnic group [11, 7].

CONCLUSION: The relationship between nature, culture, and humans
is complex and interdependent. Humans require both nature and culture
to exist and develop as a species, and our perception of nature is influ-
enced by cultural lenses. Symbols, as a form of cultural expression, play
a significant role in various traditional and cultural contexts, and their
meanings may be universal, national, or personal. Symbols related to so-
cial status and space boundaries exist alongside fundamental symbols
representing death-life and happiness-unhappiness. In Armenian culture,
the use of symbols has additional meanings specific to their spatial, cli-
matic, and ethnic characteristics. A symbol integrated into a nation’s life
carries various layers of national psychology, becoming a condensation
of the nation’s mental aspirations. The perception of nature as a symbol
for psychoregulation is crucial in Armenian culture, emphasizing the in-
terconnectedness of the external and internal worlds and the importance
of archetypal thinking in human adaptation. Nature and its symbols pro-
vide a means of cultivating and transmitting this archetypal thinking, serv-
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ing as a source of comfort and guidance in the face of natural and societal
changes. Therefore, understanding a nation’s cultural symbols and uti-
lizing expressive arts to establish an embodied connection with nature
are essential for comprehending its spiritual culture and self-awareness,
leading to more fulfilling and sustainable lives.

INTRODUCTION: Ethnos is a group of people naturally formed on
the basis of an original stereotype of behavior, existing as a system that
opposes itself to other similar systems. Ethnographic comparisons and
studies that have been carried out since ancient times have shown a sig-
nificant difference in the way of life, economic structure, and culture of
various peoples. Trying to explain such different conditions of life, the
first theoretical justifications proceeded from the natural geographical
and climatic conditions of existence of various peoples. Such a conclusion
followed, first of all, from the obviousness of this difference.

Naturally, climatic and geographical and natural conditions signifi-
cantly affect the constitutional feature of the physique, metabolism and
functional-adaptive mechanisms of adaptation to a specific environment
of existence. The absence of such knowledge until the middle of the 20th
century led to many erroneous theories in anthropology and ethnopsy-
chology, and in solving practical problems it cost a large number of lost
lives as a result of a discrepancy between the individual characteristics
of adaptive processes and climatic and geographical environmental con-
ditions during migration to new habitats [1].

Ethnopsychology is a fairly young and at the same time complex
branch that arose at the intersection of such sciences as psychology, so-
ciology, philosophy, cultural studies and ethnology (ethnography), which
study national characteristics. Ethnopsychology is a science of ethnic, cul-
tural, psychological characteristics of people, nations, which stand out in
the process of their historical development and belong to certain ethnic
entities. It classifies questions about the experiences of a certain phenom-
enon, authority, as well as the possibility of distinguishing it from other
ethnic groups (peoples) by the given people.
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Ethnopsychology, like any science, arose and developed from the so-
cial, socio-historical conditions of the society, and the content reflects the
ideas and interests of the society that are characteristic of the given time.

Research methods used in the field of ethnic psychology are com-
pletely determined by its interdisciplinary connections.

The methodology of ethnic psychology is understood as “the most gen-
eral ideas about the ideological positions of this science, the main patterns
of its knowledge and understanding of the national psychological char-
acteristics of representatives of special ethnic communities“ [2, p. 45].

The cultural function consists in the ethno-psychological study of cul-
tural processes in a certain ethnic group, as well as customs, rituals and
features of folklore characteristic of a certain ethnic community. Com-
municative function includes the study of interpersonal communication
processes and their characteristics of members of different ethnic
groups. Ethnic psychology has its own special problems to consider

Ethnic communities represent dynamic formations that differ from
each other, which have similarities and differences in the psychological
characteristics of their peoples, as well as characteristic changes in psy-
chological traits in the process of socio-historical development of people.
The research methods used in the field of ethnic psychology are com-
pletely determined by its interdisciplinary connections. A special, key
place in this regard is occupied by ethnography, which examines the
problems of the national character, the ethnic identity of the individual,
the consequences of interethnic contacts. Ethnopsychological problems
are touched upon and largely revealed in philosophy, linguistics, sociol-
ogy, history, demography, but the range of psychological problems can
only be solved by psychologists and psychological research methods.
Therefore, when referring to the methods of research in ethnopsychol-
ogy, it is always necessary to take into account what exactly is being stud-
ied, and, depending on the interdisciplinary interaction, determine the
appropriate methods of research [3]. However, the determining factor in
the interpretation of the data obtained is the methodology that underlies
the conceptual provisions of both the science itself and those interdisci-
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plinary disciplines with which it is associated, which fully determines the
prospects for the development of any of the sciences, and ethnopsychol-
ogy in particular.

An analysis of historical facts indicates that the formation of tribes has
already marked the beginning of the dismemberment of a single multi-
functional community. With the development of the productive forces of
society and the further division of labor, indirect forms of communication
and relations between people are becoming more widespread; the in-
terethnic environment becomes more complicated. It becomes more di-
verse, such problem situations arise, the solution of which goes beyond
the tribal community. In the conditions of the formation of a nationality,
the ethnopsychological characteristics of people become qualitatively new.
From the point of view of the development of psychology, the nationality
is characterized by a change in the former kinship ties by territorial in-
tegrity, tribal languages - by a single language along with the existence
of a number of dialects. Within each nationality, a common culture arises.
The development of national feelings is closely connected with the system
of material conditions and the corresponding social relations. Above the
various forms of property, above the social conditions of existence rises
a whole superstructure of various feelings, illusions, ways of thinking and
worldviews. Any social stratum creates and forms all this on the basis of
its material conditions and corresponding social relations.

In fact, the methodology for evaluating the results of ethnopsycholog-
ical studies of the past did not take into account the fact of the unity of
the laws of development of the objective world, in which a person and
his psyche are an integral component. The comparative cultural approach
is becoming increasingly relevant today [4]. The intensive development
of ethnography, anthropology, linguistics contributed to the identification
of many original and unique ethnic cultures that have significant differ-
ences in the sphere of psychological and, at the same time, much in com-
mon in the nature of the formation of cultural values. In the first case,
the emphasis is on the high variability of mental manifestations in the
conditions of different cultures, and in the second - on the universalism
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of the unity of the psyche and its invariance in relation to the diversity of
cultures. The belonging of ethnopsychology to an interdisciplinary field
of knowledge does not need to be proved, however, its belonging to one
or another field of knowledge significantly determines the prospects for
its development as an independent discipline. A number of specialists de-
termine the direction of its development, based on the etymology of the
term “ethnopsychology”. Ethnopsychology is a field of knowledge that
combines psychology and ethnography. Nevertheless, ethnography is in-
cluded in the system of historical sciences, and if we take into account all
the interdisciplinary connections, then the status of ethnopsychology
turns out to be excessively voluminous. In psychology itself, there is also
a variety of independent disciplines, and it is difficult to differentiate
which of the branches of psychology - general, child, social psychology -
is the theoretical foundation of scientific ethnopsychology.

That is why it is necessary to
show the scientific the validity of ethnocultural differences in the sphere
of the mental to exclude racial prejudice. Moreover, the racist ideology
and practice use for their own purposes a wide variety of scientific facts
and discoveries, as well as far-fetched facts. The very phenomenon of
racism is an ethno-psychological problem and requires a reasonable psy-
chological disclosure. The second extreme emphasizes the universalism
of mechanisms that are not influenced by cultural factors. In historical
terms, at first the first direction turned out to be dominant, at present
the second direction is being developed more and more widely. In prac-
tice, the most promising is the synthesis of both directions. Today, in con-
nection with the industrial and scientific and technical integration of
society, research in the field of “interaction of cultures” is of particular
importance, which can form an independent ethnopsychological focus of
research. The second problem of this direction is the problem of ethnic
stereotypes, prejudices, ethnic prejudices. A clear understanding of the
psychological mechanisms that underlie the formation of stereotypes and
determine their content, structural and dynamic features is required.
Ethnographers and sociologists have done a lot with regard to the quali-
tative description and dissemination of ethnic stereotypes, but special psy-
chological, and not other, studies of this issue using psychological means
of analysis are needed. In this regard, it is important to develop the “con-
tact hypothesis” direction, which studies the issues of reducing ethno-
centrism and stereotypes in assessments and judgments, creating a
climate of mutual understanding and trust [6]. This is especially important
today, when in a number of cases the previous tension in interethnic re-
lations, lack of information about each other, negative attitudes filled with
ethnocentrism and prejudice, lead to increased antagonism and hostility.
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It is important to correctly understand the psychological nature of the
transfer of the behavior of an individual to representatives of the whole
group, and on the contrary, the characteristic features of all its repre-
sentatives on a separate person.

study of the characteristics of a special attitude towards voluntary activity
in the national state of mind of a certain people or nation; on that basis,
revealing the stability and specificity of the course of voluntary processes,
the originality of the manifestation of voluntary efforts, which affect the be-
havior, actions and actions of the representatives of the nation;

the study of the originality of the manifestation of the communicative
sphere of the national mental formation of people, which acts in special
ways of interaction, communication and relations and affects the course
of socio-psychological processes;

comparative (cross-cultural) study of the ethnopsychological charac-
teristics of different peoples of the world in order to identify the most
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common patterns of activity and manifestation of the national psyche, as
well as to develop the content and methods; psychological characteristics
of their representatives;

classes, strata and religious groups of society in specific states, in
order to study and generalize the patterns of their development and ac-
tivity (national, political, sociological, cultural, etc.);

the study of the impact of ethnic consciousness and self-awareness on
people’s national psychological characteristics, their worldview, social po-
sitions and value orientations;

justification of the most important directions of taking into account
and using the national psychological characteristics of people for the ben-
efit of increasing the effectiveness of political, educational, social, cultural
and mass, consulting work with them;

the study of the national psychological prerequisites for improving the
content and quality of the organization and implementation of work, ed-
ucational, military and other activities of representatives of special ethnic
communities;

Development of practical recommendations for managers of enter-
prises, representatives of administrative and economic staff in order to
improve their management and management of production and educa-
tional teams;

A comprehensive study of the peculiarities of the psychology of nations
and nationalities, the peculiarity of socio-psychological conditions and
inter-ethnic relations in its various regions, forms of economic, political
and cultural cooperation between nations and nationalities [7].

CONCLUSION: Thus, modern ethnopsychology distinguishes the ob-
ject of its study: nations, nationalities, national communities, the mental
structure of peoples and ethnic groups. Ethnopsychological research is
carried out in a whole range of methods: general, specific and private.
Ethnos, nation, national character is the main concept of ethnopsychol-
ogy, with the help of which ethnic psychology is characterized in theoret-
ical and practical scientific aspects.

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ANCIENT SANCTUARIES-RESERVES IN THE

Abstract

Introduction: The King of Akkad Naram-Suen (in 2236-2220 BC) left
a brief record of an expedition to the northern mountain Tibar, where he
cut down a wild bull and dedicated it to the god Enlil-his father. Methods
and materials: the paper uses a historical-comparative and historical-sys-
tematic method of research, using materials available in the works of
Greco-Roman and Armenian authors, “Ashkharatsoits” (atlas of the Ar-
menia), The local table of Armenian feudal lords (“Gahnamak”, “Zorana-
mak”) and the works of historiographers. Analysis: In the article, we have
localized the Mount Tibar, taking into account the location of the posses-
sions of the feudal lords families mentioned in “Gahnamak” and “Zorana-
mak’ and their connection with the reserved hunting grounds. Results:
a) Mount Tibar, mentioned by the Akkadian King Naram-Suen, was lo-
cated on the territory of Historical Armenia in the province of Korchaik.
It was a sacred mountain in the gavar of Vorsirank (in the province of Ko-
rchaik) and served as a hunting ground in the mountains. Here the King
of Akkad Naram-Suen (during an illegal hunt) killed a sacred bull dedi-
cated to the God of the Sun; b) the uezd of Vorsirank was the ownership
of the eponymous Nakharar family. Only this family was authorized for
privileged hunting, whose ownerships turned out to be on the way of
Naram-Suen. The ownerships of other privileged Nakharar families were
located far from Naram-Suen campaign route.
