Tne movement for freedom of the Armenian people against the

Turkish vote and the Genocide of Armenians in the Ottoman Emp.re is one of
the main components of the Academician M. G. Nerstsyan s htstorical
inh-riunce Deeply and comprehensively analysing the leading trends of the
movement for freedomand its ideology, the Scholar worked out a proposed and
substantiated concept of the movement tor freedom. In his works M. G.
Neersisyan highly appreciated the activites of the democratic oriented members
of tlut movement, and enriched the concept of the Russian orientation of
Armenians. In his works "The Struggle for Freedom of the Armenian Nation
against the Turkish Despotism, 1S50-1S70", “The Genocide of Armenians in the
Ottoman Empire”, “The FalsiHers of History” and i.g., M. C. Nersisyan
exposed the distortion of Turkish and some Western historians, concerning the
struggle for freedom, the situation of the Western Armenians and the policy of
die Genocide of the Turkish Government during the reign of Abdul Hamid II
and the Young Turks. There are various articles, collection of documents and
materials published by M. Nersisyan; “Papers from die New History of the
Armenian people”, devoted to the problems of the Armenian Question and the
Genocide of Armenians. Tlie works of M. Nersisyan had an essential in/luencc
on the research tendency of the Armenian Historiography of the Il half of the

XX centuiy.
