Summary

Armenian Genocide and the Jewish Holocaust are Unrefutable Facts:
Similarities and Denial Attempts

The Israel formal policy is generally inclined on to Turkish
orientation, trying to eliminate the fact of Genocide of the Armenians by
Ottoman Turkey, at the beginning of the 20thcentury.
