Summary

The Massacres of Armenians in Nouklii and Aresh Regions
and their Self-Defence in 1918 and 1920.

In Undercaucasus, especially near Kourn riverside, the character of
massacres of Armenians was not by chance. The young tourkish wanted to carry
out one of problem their Panturkish program - by violence and under the
protection of Turkey to create “The Great Azerbaijan”.

Sloughter of Armenians in Noukhi and Aresh regions was a
continuation of the Genocide politics of West Armenians in 1915-1916.

In June of 1918 when Turkish Army made a campaign to Baku and
to massacres Armenians had already general character, self-defence of Baku
which was carried out in general by Armenian force had determinative meaning
both for Christian inhabitants of Baku and Yelisavetpol provinces too. However
Noukhi and Aresh Armenians they couldn’t carry into effect the task of self-
defence. During June-September of 1918 there were organized new massacres.
The politics of extermination of Armenians was continued in 1919-1920 by
mausavatist

During the period of 1918-1920 on the results of massacres of
Armenians in Noukhi and Aresh 53 Armenian villages were destroyed,
plundered and ravages, a lot of monuments of Armenian culture were ruined,
and devastated villages were settled by lezgins and tatars. There were 50000
Armenians and 40000 of them became victims.
