Summary

A number of memoirs, digests and monographies, which spill a new
light on the history of Genocide and self-defense of the armenians are subjected
to histirically-critical analysis published after 19 5 in this article.

The following issue are considered in “The Memorable book of
Major Carnage. Beirut, 1965”, containing the articles of the foreign Armenian
writers A. Andreasyan, St Shakhbaza, L. Chormisyan, Gieker (Grigor
Kerkeryan), the digest “Heroic Self-Defense of the Armenians during Major
Carnage. Beirut, 1978” of the histories, dedicated miscellaneous problems of
Genocide of the Armenians, in which were indicated the studys of N. Perperyan,
S. Makhserechyan, Shaghandukht, N. Chalkhoushyan, E. Dervishyan dedicated
to heroic battles of Van, Shapin-Garahisar, Mousha-Sasouna, mountains Mousa
Urfa.

The works of the foreign Armenian historians Haykazn Kazaryan,
Vahagn Tatryan and Artem Ohandjanyan are in more detail parsed, in which on
the basis of rich materials the most miscellaneous aspects of the history of
Genocide of the Armenians are presented, and in particular, problems on the
direct organizers and accountable for crimes, about debate of a problem of
Genocide of the Armenians in Osmanian Parlament, the estimation of the
applicable Austro-Hungarian documents and other are given.

The main fully completed facts, which are presented to us by
modem historiography of Armenian Diaspora are considered as the relevant
source for further study of the history of Genocide of the Armenians.
