Summary

The US Interests in the Ottoman Empire and the Humanitarian
Assistance to the Survivors ofthe Armenian Genocide (1915-1917)

The issue of providing humanitarian help to the survivors of the
Armenian Genocide is one of the scarcely covered topics in modem Armenian
historiography. Ln the research of this topic one should seriously take into
consideration the nature and extent of the US interests in the Ottoman Empire at
the beginning of the 20* century. In fact, those interests were rather multi-
layered and to some degree, mutually contradicting, namely the “humanitarian”
and the political- economic interests. The US administration managed to avoid
being blamed by the Turkish government for “interfering with Turkey’s
domestic affairs,” which could lead to the undesirable frictions with Turkey.
However, US missionary organizations were very active in their efforts to bring
relief for suffering Armenians. The ABCFM (American Board of
Commissioners for Foreign Missions) having influential contacts in the
Washington administration, also enjoyed backstage support by the latter in its
relief efforts. American diplomats in Turkey, besides taking part in those relief
efforts, did their best in trying to secure exemption from deportation for tho.se
Armenians who were in some way related to the American institutions in
Turkey. In some cases their efforts even went beyond their authority. On the
whole one can stale that notwithstanding the friendly US-Turkish relations, and
the US reluctance to jeopardize its relations with Turkey over the “Armenian
problem," the US exerted non-official attempts at assisting suffering Armenians
during lhe Armenian Genocide.
