Summary

The Role of the Armenian Diaspora in Raising
the Armenian Issue Again in 1945-1947.

At the last stage of World War 1 the faith of the Diaspora circles in
possibility of liberation of the Armenian territories from Turkish domination,
strengthened. A wave of activities, aiming at presenting the essence of the
Armenian issue to the world community, obtained a new power.

Armenian organizations started to send memorandums, letters and
telegrams to the United Nations San Francisco conference, the Berlin (Potsdam)
congress of the leaders of the Great Powers, deliberations of Ministers for
Foreign Affairs, demanding to discuss the Armenian issue, to join the Western
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Armenian territories to Soviet Armenia and to resettle Armenians, having
spread in different parts of the world, in their ancestral homeland.

However, under conditions of “cold war” any territorial claim from
Turkey was regarded as “Communism extension”, and the Western Powers as
well as the USA, being the protectors of Turkey became once more the sworn
enemy of Armenians’ fair claims.
