Question of Number of the Armenians in Ottoman Empire
on the Eve cfthe First World War in Turkish Historiography.

Jn the article the basic tendencies of lighting by Turkish
historiography of a problem about number of the Armenians in Ottoman Empire
on the eve of the First World War are analyzed. By diminishing the number of
pre-war Armenian population of Western Armenia Turkish historians use the
forged data as one of the basic arguments in systematic campaign of denial of
genocide of 1915 The author shows insolvency of arguments of the Turkish
historians (£. Uras, S. Coca?, T. GOkbilgin, C. Gdrtin, K Karpat etc.), which by
selective engaging of some prejudicedly tuned foreign diplomatic sources
attempt to justify the data, based on falsifications, conducted by the sultan
Abdul Hamid M and then by Young-Turk government of so-called population
censuses, in which the number of the Armenians in Ottoman Empire is
presented 2,5-3 times below than their substantial number.
