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Summary

A Survived Relic or Documental Evidence of Genocide.
Karine Avakian

This historical and scientific essay is devoted to the results of
historical and documental research of a unique exhibit in the Slate History
Museum of Armenia. It's a wony-beads on the 99 pieces of which are engraved
the names and surnames of 103 victims, who were only a part of the whole
number of the intellectuals arrested in Kouslantinople and exiled on April 11/14,
1915. Together with some of the names there is a brief information.

The wony-beads were engraved by an exile - Varderes Atanasian.
Afterwards this evidence of Genocide passed a way from Polis to Paris as a
family relic, then to Armenia, and in 1965 it was given to the State History
Museum of Armenia by the exile - martyr's daughter Ezheni Atanasiau-
Gyulbolian.
As a result of the study of the subject, due to the rummaging about
the original sources, the process of the exile is represented: from the central
prison of Constantinople to the place of exile Changhri, and through the
unbearable way of Der Zor as far as Aleppo.

On the basis of a number of documents and memories concerning
the Genocide an attempt is made to determine the personality of each exile
whose name is engraved on the wony-beads, and find out their further fate:

Due to the scrupulous rummage are made more precise definitions
of the events concerning the question of Genocidc. A brief information is

represented as well.
