Summary
The Armenian Memorandum of the Paris Congress and its Further Fate.
Samuel Pogliosian

February 1919, the Head of the Armenian national delegation Boghus
Nubar and the Head of the Armenian Republic delegation Avetis Aharonian
presented Memorandum about Armenian demands to Paris Peace Conference.
They demanded to include the Armenian territories of Transcaucasia, Six
vilayets of Western Armenia with entrance to Black Sea and Cilikia in the
borders of Armenia. The main defender of the idea of forming Armenia with
that borders was Nubar, with whom agreed also Aharonian though the Cilikia
wasn’t included in the instruction by the powers of the Armenian Republic.
After long discussions the Powers signed peace agreement with Ottoman
Empire in the 101 0f August 1920, according which they gave Armenia some
parts of vilayets of Van, Erzrum, Bitlis and Trapezoon but the strongest Kemal
Turkey not only gave those territories to Armenia he occupied Kars and
Surmalu. In 1921 London Conference crossed the articles of Sevr agreement
about Armenia and decided to give the Armenians “a national home’ in the
eastern vilayets of Turkey. And in 1923 Lozan Confemce crossed the Armenian
Question.
