Summary

The Ideological Similarities o fPan-Turkism and National-Socialism.
Tigran Matosyan

It is well known that the intentions of the Ittihadists and the
National-socialists to annihilate the Armenians and the Jews during World War
I and N, were guided by certain worldviews. Those were the ideologies of Pan-
Turkism and National-Socialism.

Having derived from in a sense identic crisis environments, the two
ideologies shared a number of common views which played a substantial role
for motivating the necessity to kill the Armenians and the Jews. In this regard, it
is of a special importance to stress upon the ideas of extreme nationalism,
racism and territorial expansion.

The purpose of the extreme nationalism of Ittihadists and Nazis, for
example, was to brutally homogenize the territories under their rule. The racist
ideas, particularly the theory of “Social Darvinism”, “justified” the necessity to
invade, subjugate and destroy other “inferior” peoples. It is obvious that the
latter views were directed against the Armenians and Jews. These peoples were
also defined as serious obstacles in the way of realization of Pan-Turanian and
Pan-Germanic plans.
