Summary

The Proarmenian Activity of James Bryce in 1876-1914
Beniamin Poghosyan

From the beginning of the last quarter of XIX century a proamenian
movement was formed in a number of European countries in response to
antiarmenian policy conducted in the Ottoman Empire.

One of the founders of the proarmenian movement in Great Britain
was James Bryce.

Visiting Armenia in 1876 for the first time, he devoted himself to the
proarmenian activity. la 1877 he published the book "Transcaucasia and Ararat"
in which he emphasized the necessity of realizing reforms in the Armenian
vilayets.

On 7 March 1878, he established the “Anglo-Armenian Association”
which became the first proarmenian organization in England.

hi 1894 James Bryce worked as Minister of Trade and in 1905 as
Minister of Ireland. In 1907 he was appointed as ambassador to Washington D.
C.; and even in this capacity he continued to be interested in the Armenian
question.

Summarizing his proarmenian activity in 1876-1914 James Bryce can
be considered to be the most active supporter of the Armenian question in Great
Britain.
