Summary

Genocide of the Armenians and
the Armenian Colony of New Nakhichevan.

The Armenian colony onthe River Don, the center of which was
Nor Nakhichevan (New Nakhichevan), was one of the largest and most
important colonies in Russia. Founded in 1779 according to the order of
Yekaterina N, mainly by the emigrants from Crimea, the community took great
part in the social-political, economic and cultural life of the people in the
southern part of Russia.

The Donian Armenians were much interested in the life of their
historical homeland which was under the rule of Turkey where the
extermination and deportation of the Armenian population was planned and
carried out during the First World \War. The precedent of the Genocide was the
massacre of the Armenians in Ottoman Empire in 1894-1896.

In 1914-1916 when the war was going on in the tenitory of the
Western Armenian the Armenians of New Nakhichevan entered into the
volunteer forces to help the Russian Army and the city became the center for the
volunteers from different countries. Coming to Russia the streams of deportees
found refuge and help in this city.
