Sodia-Dermocratic Hunchak Party on the Eve of World War 1

After the Young Turks revolution in Ottoman Empire no positive
changes took place in the social-economic and national policy of the country.
On the eve of World War | the situation of Armenians became still more
intolerable in all areas of Western Armenia and Turkey inhabited by Armenians.

Continuing Abdul Hamid's policy of Armenian depressions the
Young Turk leaders organized and executed new massacre of Western
Armenians. As described by German well-known orientalist E. Werner,
massacre of more than 30 thousands Armenians “ became the general rehearsal
ofthe genocide of Western Armenians” .

Coming out of the grave condition of Western Armenians and feeling
the gust of upcoming bloody war, on 24 July 1914, when World War | was
about to fire up, the third delegated assembly of Hnchak Party took place in
Constantinople, which took a decision to resort to the self-defense of Western
Armenians by all means.

The cruel historical destiny would soon throw the long-suffering
Armenian people into a universal calamity, and the Hnchak Party together with
the other Armenian political parties would pass through bloody tribulation.
