Summary

The Armenian Genocide and the Armenian Clergy in 1915-1916.

During genocide a subject of cares of the Armenian Church became
protection of interests of mainly western - Armenian flock.

The
destruction of the Armenian clergy had conscious and system character by the
Young Turks to deprive people of spiritual leaders and organizers of self-
defense In 1916 Young Turks have carried out church reform to break off
contacts of the Western Armenian clergy with Echmiadzin throne and not to
allow the patriarchy of Constantinople to call for help foreign representatives.
