An article of the famous Jewish public figure, the executive director ofthe
Institute on the Holocaust and Genocide (the article is based on the author's paper
at the international conference in Moscow) shows, that there is a fundamental dif-
ference between the Jewish intellectuals’ and Israeli official quarters’ position on
Armenian genocide.
