Summary
The Self-defence of Armenian Quarters of Moush in 1915.
Ruben Sahakyan

As is well known during the First World War the Armenian population,
which lived under the Ottoman Empire’s domination in Western Armenia and
other Armenian populated parts of Asia Minor was exiled and massacred.

To mislead the international community the Young Turks justified their
inhuman actions by means of“ necessity” of application of coercive actions against
the Armenian “revolted” cities and villages. Nevertheless, in reality it was quite
the opposite. That part of the Armenian population, based on a bitter experience of
previous massacre, could buy some weapon, resorted to self-defense only after the
messacres started. One of those settlements was Moush.

On 26'hof June 1915, the Armenian population of Moush was ordered to
deport by Turkish officials. Nevertheless, the inhabitant of five Armenian quarters
decided not to submit and to fight.

From 28hof June till 3010f July 1915 not numerous and badly armed
Armenians of Moush stood up to the Turkish active forces, gendarmes and Kurdish
squadrons. With the help of artillery the Turkish command managed to destroy
Armenians’ houses where they held the line. The civilians were almost complete-
ly annihilated and the property was plundered.

At the end of the article, there are two letters of the priest, former vicar E
Ter-Parsamyan (5* of March and 17hof May) to the Catholicos of all Armenians
Gevorg the 5hand to the chairman of Caucasian Benevolent Society A.Arakelyan.
He wrote about the hiding-places where the church plate was hided from Turks and

Kurds.
