ON THE ACCREDITED STATUS OF
FLORA, VEGETATION AND PLANT
RESOURCES OF ARMENIA

Following a decision by the XV International Botanical
Congress (Yokohama, 1993) a new procedure concerning
the publication of new names and new combinations in
botany, i.e. all nomenclatural novelties, is in the make,
which will become mandatory after 1 January 2000 if the
next Congress (IBC XVI, Saint Louis, 1999) ratifies the
decision taken in Japan. ,

The [irst testing phase has already started, co-ordinated
by the Secretariat of the International Association for Plant
Taxonomy presently situated at the Botanical Garden and
Botanical Museum in Berlin. The idea is that after the men-
tioned date, new names and combinations will be valid only
if they are registered by appropriate offices, after they have
been published in the regular way. To simplify and speed up
registration, the secretariat of IAPT is establishing regional
registration offices throughout the world, where registra-
tion of new names can be effected directly and without loss
of time.

One of the ways of registration will be by publication in
accredited journals, as for example Botanicheskij Zhurnal
and MOIP. Such status has been proposed to “Flora, veg-
etation and plant resources of Armenia” and was agreed by
Council of the Armenian Botanical Society, Scientific Council
of the Institute of Botany and Editorial Commitee of the
Journal 3.4.1998. Accreditation of a journal means that all
new names published in this journal will be automatically
registered, so that the authors themselves do not have to
care. The accreditation status will be mentoined on the
cover of each volume, and the list of new names and com-
binations will be printed at the end of each issue. The date
of registration will be the day at which the journal is re-
ceived at the nearest registration office, in the present case,
at the Department of Plant Taxonomy and Geography, In-
stitute of Botany, Academy of Sciences of RA (ERE).
