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REGARDING THE GARMENT OF KING GAGIK
THE FIRST OF BAGRATUNI

DIANA GRIGORYAN

Nicholai Marr, in 1906 while excavating the ruins of King Gagik the first's church
Saint Gregory the Illuminator in the city of Ani, found the statuette of Gagik I, King of
Bagratuni with a scale model of his church in his hands. The king is sculpted wearing a
white tunic with sleeves in numerous graceful folds over which a long red mantle. He has
a large white turban on his head and a cross around his neck. Of special importance is the
turban - a symbol of royalty. A turban is generally decorated with a tiara, a jeweled
ornamental band where the ruler’s or benefactor’s name is inscribed. The turban of Gagik
I King of Bagratuni is embellished with a tiara-a real artifact, indicating his royal status.
