THE STARTING OF THE INDUSTRIAL ERA: SOCIAL ORDER
MODERNIZING PROGRAMS

Since the 17th century, Europe has entered a new and dramatic period of
changes. The order of life existence in the countries on the continent has
undergone significant transformations. These have incorporated three fundamental
spheres: technological, social and intellectual changes. The Industrial Revolution
brought about technological innovations the traditional methods of work
management have been modified, changing, in its turn, the former relationship
between man and work.

The new era was marked by an unprecedented progress of intellectual life.
This progress was prompted by a new social class of thinkers with highly developed
intellectual powers, which led to the development of modern science: mechanics,
mathematics, physics, chemistry and humanitarian sciences. This evolved into a
large and complex movement, which was the Enlightenment Age.

Several directions modernizing public order came forth. Radical liberal
direction, liberal compromise direction and enlightened conservative direction
were amongst them. These were based on theoretical ideas of T. Hobbs, J. Locke,
J. Jacques Rousseau, Th. Payne, E. Burke and other thinkers of the time. These
three modernizing public order programs have given birth to three activity
programs of the epoch: enlightened absolute monarchy, revolution and social
compromise.
