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THE “REMOVAL” OF TURKISH-SPEAKING MINORITY OF BULGARIA IN 1989
VAGHARSHAK HAKOBYAN

In the spring of 1989 mass demonstrations of Bulgarian Turks took place to
abolish the act to naturalize its Turkish residents. To resolve entirely this problem
the Bulgarian government decided to “remove” the Turkish residents from its
territory. For this reason, the Head of State of the People’s republic of Bulgaria,
Todor Zhivkov on May 29, 1989 appealed to the Turkish government to accept its
Turkish residents. The Turkish government agreed and opened its boarders on the
3rd of June. By the 215t of August of 1989 more than 300 000 Bulgarian Turks had
left the country. However, about 100 000 of them returned back to Bulgaria.
