THE DIVIDED SELF IN THE SHORT STORIES OF R.L. STEVENSON AND
J.L. BORGES

ANAHIT HAKOBYAN

The Argentine writer Jorge Luis Borges in a few of his works refers to
Robert Louis Stevenson, the 19th century Scottish neoromantic author. Speaking
about Stevenson's works Borges specially focuses on the phenomenon of the
divided self, which he regards not as a mere psychological curiosity but as in
reality the physical split of the self. In Stevenson’s works the main hero is the
villain ‘self’ or ‘alter ego while in the writings of Borges, the alter egos are not in
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conflict. They bond with each other and recognize one another. Consequently,
Borges does not presume an imposed struggle between the alter egos while in
Stevenson’s works the splitting itself of the ‘evil’ self becomes the alter ego and
thus the breakup from the person.
