EARLY ETHNIC MOVEMENTS AND THE ARMENIAN HIGHLANDS
IN II—I MILLENNIUM B. C.

Summary

In the present article, the author discusses Lhe processes ol a number of ethnic mo-
vemeats. He suggesis the seltling of the Amorian and then the Aramean tribes in the
south-west of the Armenian Highlands in the region between the mountains of Sasun
and the valley of the Upper Tigris. In this territory afterwards, mentioned by Urartian
sources was the country of the Arme, which name arises from arumu, arime, the name of
Aramean tribes. The problem concerning the origin of Urumians, founders of Urme of
Urartian Inscriplions is discussed. It Is clear that the Urumians, from Assyrian texts,
lived from ancient times in the neighbourhood of the Kaskians, on that territory,
where, by Hittite texts, the Halasslans lived. Besldes it has been suggested that the-

term KURUrumala MES.Urumlans' have the varlant KURUrula MES_Urulans'.
This reminds us of the Hailaslan fortified city Ura in the west of the counlry, which
was provided with a garrison whose task was to slop tke Hitiite army on his march-
towards the country. The author (ries to show that the Urumians or Urulans In fact
were Halasslan forces from the fortress Ura and neighbouring districts, which were
engaged In the process of the fail or the Hiltite Stale (about 1200 B. C.) together
with Kasklans (Abeshialans). They moved to the soulh to the zone of new military
operations, on the one hard, to strengtten defence of the country, on the other hand
to render military help to Shubarians, which were carring on a war of liberation.
against the Assyrian powers. At the end of XIII c. B. C. the migrations of tribes for.
a hundred long years brought about the deciine of the Assyrian Empire. By that time-
in the south-west of tke Armenian Highlands was formed Urme-Shubria or Haiasa-
Shubria, the first Armenian state formation. Later this slate came to be occupied by
Assyrians and Urartians, but, In spite of thls, preserved its existence ard after the
fall of the Assyrian and Urartian slates entered into an alllance with other neigh-
bouring ethnic groups and the descendants of the Urartian Kingdom. Thus at the be-
ginning of VI c. B. C. was formed the great Armenian State ~Halastan which was at.
tkat time by Persian sources called Armina.
