THE PHONETIC VARIANTS OF WORDS IN PARPETSY'S WORKS

The phonetic variants of the words are those word units which have some phonetic difference
but semantic similarity. Different parallel forms (are the reason o f vowel and consonant changes)
a lot of manifestations have been found by the end of the fifth century in works of Ghazar
Parpetsy; in critical original writings, which are based on the copies of original manuscripts
(1672). Not only the fact that the handwriting has passed through 12 centuries, but also in the
pieces o f manuscripts handed in early periods of X1, XV centuries immediate comparison ofthe
corresponding parts in scientific original writings witness some future changes. But it does not
exclude the regular (general colloquial) and irregular (dialectal) several forms of parallel usage by
Parpetsy, especially that the latter arc manifested mainly in dialogues; in the process of living lan-

guage (speech).
Having no alternatives the variants which have been confirmed in scientific originals, are pre-
sented as Parpetsy's testimony, - , - , - and s.v.:
