Summary

Eduard Khojik (1900-1961) has made a great contribution to publishing
satirical periodicals in Soviet Armenia. He made his first literary steps during his
studies at Nersisyan School in Thilisi.

In edition of E. Khojik In March 1924 the first (and only) number of satirical
magazine “Zurna” was published in Yerevan. Two years later, in March, 1926 he
started publishing the magazine "Karmir motsak” ("Red Mosquito”), which
opened a new page in the history of soviet armenian satire. The magazine had
less than a year of life. In January, 1927 printing was interrupted after publica-
tion of the fifth issue. After the interrption of the publication of the satirical mag-
azine, Khojik has corresponded to many periodicals published in the republic. In
the years of the Patriotic war, he was entrusted with the editing of “Agit-
Window”, published in Yerevan. In 1954 when the satirical magazine "Vozni”
("Hedgehog”) was published in Yerevan, Khojik, as the head of one of the
departments, served his many years of experience, strength and energy to the
formation of the journal.
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
