SUMMARY

Taqi al-Din Ahmad ibn ‘Ali al-Magqrizi (d. 1442) is one of the foremost representa-
tives of Arabic historiography of the Mamluk epoch. Born in Cairo to a scholarly
family of Syrian origin, al-Maqrizi was educated as a traditionist (muhaddit) and a
jurist (fagth). Thus, he started his career as a teacher of prophetic traditions and
a preacher. Step by step, he rose to become a clerk in the court chancery and a
deputy gad. After, he managed to gain the patronage of sultan Barqugq (r. 1382-1389,
1390-1399) and was promoted to a very prestigious post of the muhtasib (inspector
of markets) of Cairo. Al-Magqrizi maintained his intimacy with the ruling elite under
the reign of Barqiig’s son Farag (r. 1399-1405, 1405-1412) too. But after the latter’s
death, he lost his access to the court. He had to retire from his active public career
and to devote the rest of his life to prolific literary activities, focusing on writing
the history of Egypt in particular.

It is believed that al-Magqrizi had an intention to compose a comprehensive
history of Egypt since the Muslim conquest until his own day in a trilogy. Unfortu-
nately, the first part of it (‘Idq gawahir al-asfat fi mulak Misr wa al-Fustat) dealing with
the history from the Muslim conquest up to the rule of the Fatimids is now lost.
However, preserved are the two other parts covering the history of Fatimid (Itti'az
al-hunafa’ bi ahbar al-a'imma al-Fatimiyyin al-hulaf@’), Ayyubid and Mamluk dynasties
(Kitab al-suliik It ma'rifat duwal al-muliik). Al-Magqrizi is often criticized for his hap-
hazard historical methodology, especially for inattention to indicating the sources
he used. Another magnum opus of al-Magqrizt is a work focusing on the historical
topography of Cairo (al-Mawa'iz wa al-i‘tibar bi zikr al-hitat wa al-atar). Some contem-
poraries accused him of having plagiarized this work from a colleague. In addition
to these works, he is the author of two large-scale biographical dictionaries (al-
Tarth al-muqaffa al-kabir and Durar al-‘uqud al-farida fi taragim al-a‘yan al-mufida) and
a general history of the world (al-Habar ‘an al-basar fi ansab al-‘Arab wa nisb sayyid
al-basar). Also remarkable are his short monographs on various topics.
