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SUMMARY

This article presents the attitude of the early Church towards the military service at
the dawn of Christianity. The early authors discussed in their writings almost about every
social aspect of life. But until the end of the second century there was no evidence whether
Christians served in the army or not. It could either happen or not, which can be explained
by two main reasons. In those days military service was not mandatory in the Roman
army, and the Christians, in their turn, did not join the army: because of pagan idolatry,
as well as of the immoral conduct popular in the army. And as there was no pressure on
the Christians concerning their military serveice, they did not join the army and there was
no need even to discuss that issue.

However towards the end of the mid-second century, due to the increase of the
popularity of Christianity many, soldiers converted to Christianity and consequently
wanted to know if they could continue their service in the army. Faith became socially
available and many people thought that they could be both exemplary citizens of Rome
and followers of Christ.

The attitude of the Church with regard to military service and war essentially changed
from the beginning of the 4" century, when Emperor Constantine declared Christianity
as an acceptable religion, and the Church formulated her teachings on war. Henceforth,
waging war just for the defense of the homeland was justified. Thus it can be stated that
during the reign of Constantine pacifistic sentiments of the early Church were over.
