TO THE PROBLEM OF THE SUCCESSION OF THE BIAINIAN
KINGS IN THE SECOND HALF OF THE 8th- THE FIRST HALF
OF THE 7hCENTURY B.C.

SUMMARY

In the sphere of research of the problems of the history of the
Van (Ararat-Urartu) Kingdom is specified the chronology of the
succession of the Biainian kings. According to previously spread
opinion, in historiography the chronology of the last period of the
enthronement of the kings of the Kingdom of Van, as a subject of
studies, goes to the years of the war between Media and Lydia, i.e. 590
585 B.C., period of, as had been supposed, with the conquering of the
Kingdom of Van by the Medes. However, at present dating 590-580
B.C as the end of chronicle of enthronement period of the kings of the
Kingdom of Van contradicts the updated data of archaeological and
cuneiform materials. In inscriptions evidence of ruling royal dynasty
ends in the second half of the 7th century B.C. For maintenance and
development of the Armenian state, in the aspect of political events of
the 7th century B.C., it was important participation of Skayordi
Haykazuni and particularly, his son, Paruyr Haykazuni, in the struggle
against Assyria together with Media and Babylon which ended with

falling of Nineveh in 612 B.C. and recognition of Paruyr Haykazuni as
the Armenian king.

ESTABLISHMENT OF THE REGIME OF SASSANID PERSIA IN
THE EASTERN PART OF GREAT ARMENIA, KARTLI AND

PROPER ALBANIA (V C.)

SUMMARY

In 387 the Roman empire and Sassanid Persia divided Great
Armenia among themselves. It is possible that after the fall of the
Armenian Arshakuni kingdom (428), Sassanid Persia from a part of
Gugark and Kartli (Virk) created the marzpanate of Kartli as of two
equal units. In accord with armenian primary sources in 437/439
Armenian marzpan Vasak of Syuni is mentioned as a Kartlian marzpan.

At first glance it seems that Persia while creating marzpanats had
to abolish the royal power as it happened for example in Armenia. But
as is seen from armenian primary sources it was not unconditional as
follows from the example of Kartli. In Caucasian Albania" the royal
power was kept and was abolished later. According to the armenian
primary source Armenian Geography”, from Caspian gateway and
C.hora Pahak up to the Vardan field was a territory of massagetic
Arshakids. Ihe Armenian source of 5thc. telling about revolt of 450-
451 noted about the marzpan of Chora, who came to destroy the
churches of proper Albania.

ON SOLOMON MAKENATSY'S ACTIVITIES (8thCENTURY)

SUMMARY

Makenotsats monastery school was one of Armenia’s famous
scientific-educational and religious-cultural centres in the 8thcentury. It
was branched from the Sunik Principal Archimandry. The educational
and cultural development of Makenotsats monastery school was
undertaken by its founder Solomon Makenatsy, the famous scientist-
teacher, chronicler and theologist of the 8thcentury. He got Harants hayr
The Fathers' Father” honorary name due to his wisdom and religiously
holy conduct as well as to the reorganization of monasteries during his
activity. Solomon Makenatsy had an efficient religious activity. He
actively participated in the important church councils of his time and
struggled f°r the religious identity of the Armenian theology. Solomon
Makenatsy left inestimable written inheritance: he initiated and
compiled the “Tonakan (collection of ecclesiastical holidays) in 747,
which was devoted to the illustration of religious holidays and martyrs’
memory. He wrote the martyrology ofVahan Goghtnetsy.

Solomon Makenatsy was one of the pillars of the Armenian

Apostolie church who developed and improved the canons of the
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Armenian church together with other church fathers Hovhan
Odznetsy, Grigoris Arsharuny and Khosrovik, contributing to the

development of the consciousness of national and religious identity.

THE ROLE OF THE ARMENIAN CHURCH IN THE
FRAMEWORK OF APOLITICAL CONCEPT OF
HNCHAKYAN IN THE END OF THE XIX CENTURY -

SUMMARY

In this article, based on a variety of sources and research, an attempt
was made to introduce the idea of Hnchakyan, party relating to the
Armenian Church and the assessment of the role of the Armenian clergy,
and availability to their proposed solutions. It should be mentioned, that
the issue of resolving the problem of people (Armenian liberation of from
the foreign yoke, and the creation of the nation-state) proposed by
Hnchakyans, but for issues of spiritual assessment, their views were in
accordance with the development of the spirit of the time as well as the
ideas of liberal thinkers. The Hnchakyans were against the reappraisal of
the role of the Armenian Church in the life of the Armenian people,
rejecting the point of view/ that the Church for centuries ensured the

preservation of the nation.
Appreciating the role of the church, they call the church to be

engaged more actively In addressing national issues. The most negative
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attitude IInchakyan have towards the Armenian clergy. 1hey called on the
clergy to be closer to the people and with their behavior to be an example
for ordinary people. llInchakyan especially emphasized the role of the
Church in education, encouraging the clergy to give the younger
generation education due to time and life. However, note that | Inchakyan,
giving an assessment to the Armenian church and clergy are falling into
extremes. Over the centuries the church was the only all-Armenian
structure, uniting Armenians and protect their interests.

LETTRES AS SOURCES FOR STUDYING THE PROBLEM OF
REFORMS IN 1912

SUMMARY

The Armenian patriarch of Constantinople Hovhannes Arsharuni
was the pioneer and the immediate participant in the reopening of the
Armenian Question. During his patriarchy he wrote letters to the
Catholicos of All Armenians Gevorg V and gave him detailed
information about the events happening in Constantinople and Western
Armenia. In his letters Arsharuni was unbiased and did not fear obvious
criticism. The analysis of these letters allows us to imagine not only the
details of the process of Armenian reforms but also helps us to
understand public moods, patriarchy-party relationships as well as the
atmosphere dominating in the Armenian Parliament. The value of
Arsharunis letters’ is undeniable because they enrich Armenian

Reforms Chronicles with beneficial information and illustrate series of

vague problems.

ARMENIAN-AZERBAIJANI TERR1ITORIAL-BORDER ISSUES
DURING THE TRANSCAUCASIAN FEDERATION (1922-1936)

SUMMARY

On March 1922 after the formation of the Transcaucasian
Federation among the questions between Soviet Armenia and Soviet
Azerbaijan the territorial-border issues were the most problematic. Due
to the principal disagreements these disputes continued to the
dissolution of the Federation.

During the Federation the key disputes were concerning the
affiliation of frontier regions the Shnogh-Ayrum section of the border,
the area of Alagyolar lakes, 21 villages of Kapan and 3 villages of
Meghri. The study of the archival documents obviously show that the
question of affiliation of the disputed territories was decided to the
detriment of the interests of the Armenian side.

As a result of territorial losses Soviet Armenia and its legal
successor the third Republic of Armenia appeared from the strategic

perspective in unfavorable conditions.

THE MILITARY-DEFENCE INDUSTRY SOVIET
ARMENIA IN 1970-1991

SUMMARY

The rapid development of the economy and industry of Soviet
Armenia in the analyzed period was mainly induced by the activities of
electro machine, electrical engineering, instrument-making, radio-
electronic and chemical sectors of industrial enterprises which were
producing goods for military and defense purposes. During this period
the republic was fully engaged in the fast-growing Military-Industrial
Complex (MIC) of the USSR. In order to meet the needs of the Soviet

MIC Soviet Armenia was producing electronic computers,
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management systems, means of radio-electronic and space
communication and other military goods for replenishing the Ilatest
rocket and missile technology, Soviet submarines and spacecrafts. The
fatter fostered the improvement of military technology and armament,
the increase of combat capability of the USSR Armed Forces, the
strengthening of country’s defensive capacity and the sustainable
development of the Soviet Military-Industrial Complex.

At the same time it is worth mentioning that during the last
years of the USSR the military-defense enterprises of the republic had
serious drawbacks in the implementation of production and supply

which was typical for whole Soviet MIC.

FROM THE HISTORY OF FORMATION OF THE
TERRITORIAL ADMINISTRATION AND SELF-

SUMMARY

The article presents the history of formation of the territorial
administration and self-governance systems in the Republic of
Armenia. Debates on the RA Law “On Administrative-Territorial
Division of the RA” and raised issues are evidence of the complexity
and radical nature of the reform. The system should become complete
by adoption of a number of laws - On Territorial administration”, "On
Local self-governance” and ‘On Election Procedure in Self-
Governmental Bodies”. Adoption of these laws abolished the last
remnants of the Soviet power. Instead of 37 regional councils of
deputies 10 regions were created, the types of settlements were
modified; the whole concept of the territorial division was reviewed.
From 1995-1997, the grounds for formation of local self-governance

system were laid.
