Articles should preferably not exceed 20-25 typed pages, in-
cluding notes and references. Manuscripts should be submitted on
disk accompanied with hard copy.

All articles must include a brief summary in English, French or
Armenian.

Before publication, copies of typset articles will be made avai-
Jable to authors for proof-reading.

All articles submitted in "Eastern Armenian" will be published
using the spelling rules of Classic Armenian.

Each author will receive 25 copies of their published articles
with no charge.
