THE BABYLONIAN MAP OF THE WORLD AND ARMENIA

The Babylonian Map of the World connects with Armenia in two aspects. The first
is the record of the name of Armenia in Late-Babylonian form “Ura$tu” amongst the cited
Lands on the Map. The second is the mention of Utnapishtim —“Babylonian Noah™. According
to Epic of Gilgamesh, Utnapishtim survived the Flood and found safe haven to the North
from the Mashu Mountains (= Masius/Masion of the Greek and Armenian Sources), i.e. —in
the Armenian Highland.

The article presents the first full publication of the Map with attached cuneiform

text in Armenia and Armenian translation.
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
