THE RELATIONS OF SOUTHERN ARMENIA WITH NORTH SYRIA AT THE END
OF THE III-BEGINNING OF THE IT MILLENNIUM B.C.

(Summary)

The southemn regions of Armenian Highland (respect. the provinces of Tsopk,
Aldznik, Korduk of historical Armenia) have had permanent contacts with Nosth
Syria (as well as North Mesopotamia), in particular periods forming even cul-
tural zones with the above mentioned territories. The aim of the article is to show
that in the period under consideration the southern Armenian regions had active
contacts with North Syria, but they had mere trade significance. Moreover, the
main road of communications is supposed to be the Euphrates route through
Tsopk, meanwhile the regions of Aldznik and Korduk were the main artery for
the relations with North Mesopotamia.
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
