EVIDENCE OF THE ARTSRUNIS
IN CUNEIFORM INSCRIPTIONS AND MEDIEVAL SOURCES

SUMMARY

The history of the Artsruni family is a constituent part of the
history of Armenian nakharar (princely) houses yet in the period of
the Kingdom of Van (Ararat-Urartu). The facts of cuneiform
Inscriptions and medieval sources testify that since ancient times the
Artsruni family lived to the southeast of Lake Van. Their center was
the Artsruniuni site according to Biainian cuneiform writings. During
the period of the Kingdom of Van it was one of the key units of the
state. According to the source studies the family name of the
Artsrunis is associated with the bird artsiv (eagle) and the Artsrunis
were the bearers of this worship. In the pantheon of the Kingdom of
Van artsiv (eagle) was presented as Artsibidini deity. The names
Artsivand Artsruni, belonging to the Indo-European layer, are of the
Armenian origin.
