ARMENIANS IN THE FORCES OF THE ANTI-SOVIET STATE
FORMATIONS OF THE SOUTH OF RUSSIA IN 1918-1920

SUMMARY

During the First World War, around 250 thousand Armenians
were called to serve in the Russian army. The main part of these
Armenians was sent to fight against the German and Austro-
Hungarian armies to the North-West of Russia. After the collapse of
the Western Front some part of Armenians, with the hope to return
home, moved to the South of Russia, where anti-Soviet state
formations, started mobilize them in the army against their will. The
Volunteer Army and Cossack’s forces also mobilized Armenians,
prisoners of war, who started to return home after the First World
War and Armenian refugees who found shelter in the South of Russia
In 1918. By the beginning of 1919 in the armies of the anti-Soviet
state formations of the South of Russia served several thousand
Armenians who took part in the fights against Bolshevik and
Georgian troops. Since the beginning of 1919 and till the March of
1920, due to the activity of the diplomatic mission and consular
offices of the Republic of Armenia in the South of Russia and with
the permission of the authorities of anti-Soviet state formations of the
region the main part of Armenian soldiers, who had served in the
\ olunteer Army and Cossack s forces and had wished to return home,
were transferred to Armenia, to serve in the Armenian army.
