PRIORITIES OF THE DEVELOPMENT OF THE SOVIET
MILITARY-INDUSTRIAL COMPLEX AND ITS
MANAGEMENT SYSTEM IN THE FIRST POST-WAR
DECADES (THE 1945-1960s)

SUMMARY

During the first post-war decades the Soviet Military In ustrial
Complex “owed” its formation and stable development to the “cold
war” that had started since the end of 1940s and the military-
technical revolution that was gathering pace. From the beginning of
1950s a considerable rise of expenditures on MIC was observed in the
USSR. Its priorities became the creation and development of the

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nuclear weapon, newest reactive and anti-aircraft and rocket
technology, radar systems of air defence, etc.

The administrative and economic reforms that were being
Implemented Iin the USSR in 1957-1964 were aimed at the
decentralization of the Soviet MIC and its management systems as
well. In the MIC of the country the coordinating role of the Military-
industrial commission under the Presidium of the Council of
Ministers of the USSR, as well as that of the department of the
Defence industry of the Central Committee of CPSU were
strengthened. After starting the reforms from the mid-1960s a new
phase of centralization of the MIC management system started and
the so-called “nine” governing ministries of military and defence
Industry (aviation, defence, shipbuilding, chemical, electronic,
electrotechnical industries, radio industry, general engineering,
medium engineering) were finally formed.

During the period under discussion the priorities of the Soviet
MIC and its management system were finally formed. Besides, a firm
scientific and technical and manufacturing base was prepared for the
production of all types of the newest technique and arms. The Soviet
MIC became the socio-economic foundation of the USSR, and its

desisive role in the party-and-political life of the country increased.
