THE IMPORTANCE OF HOVHANNES ARSHARUNI'S

LETTRES AS SOURCES FOR STUDYING THE PROBLEM OF
REFORMS IN 1912

SUMMARY

The Armenian patriarch of Constantinople Hovhannes Arsharuni
was the pioneer and the immediate participant in the reopening of the
Armenian Question. During his patriarchy he wrote letters to the
Catholicos of All Armenians Gevorg V and gave him detailed
information about the events happening in Constantinople and Western
Armenia. In his letters Arsharuni was unbiased and did not fear obvious
criticism. The analysis of these letters allows us to imagine not only the
details of the process of Armenian reforms but also helps us to
understand public moods, patriarchy-party relationships as well as the
atmosphere dominating in the Armenian Parliament. The value of
Arsharunis letters’ is undeniable because they enrich Armenian

Reforms Chronicles with beneficial information and illustrate series of

vague problems.
