OUR THIRTIETH ANNIVERSARY

The Haigazian Armenological Review, which was launched 30
years ago, is today bringing out its twentieth volume. On this
occasion, a word of gratitude and appreciation is due to Dr.
Yervant Kassouny for the unique role he has played in the creation
of the HAR and for the publication of its first ten volumes.

The long years of the Lebanese War were responsible for the
interruptions of the Review. However, we are pleased to inform you
that since 1991, the Review has come out every year without fail.

The contents of the 20™ volume of the HAR are a live testimony
of the Editorial Board’s previously expressed dispositions and
aspirations. Presently, the actual volume distinguishes itself from
the previous ones by its varied content of non-conformist themes
and authors.

Haigazian University celebrates this year the 45th anniversary of
its foundation, the last 30 years of which have been closely
entwined with the Armenian activities of the University. The
Haigazian Armenological Review will continue to be published so
long as the Armenian identity and spirit of Haigazian prevail in this
University, primarily embodied by the Department of Armenian
Studies and the Armenian Library.

For the reasons mentioned above, this University is the
academic center from which the Review draws its impetus and
stimulus and through which it can make contact with philologists in
the Arab world. Our goal at the Review is to further enlarge these
enriching contacts.

During the course of the past thirty years, the Review scored
important achievements and occupied an important position in the



history and development of Armenian studies. Nevertheless, much
still needs to be done before it can become deeply rooted in the
Armenian communities of the Middle East. It still needs to revive
the large amount of pre and post genocidal unpublished material
before it is totally lost. This must be discovered and published
because it will contribute greatly to the self-knowledge and growth
of the Armenian communities. :

The Board of the HAR does not confine itself merely to these
proposals and resolutions. In line with its objectives and
recommendations, it will form during the forthcoming year, a body
of consultants who will widen the scope of the Review by soliciting
new contributors and fresh material even though this will be
difficult in light of the dwindling number of Armenologists in the
Armenian Diaspora circles.

On the other hand, the Board deems it necessary that
Armenology adapt to globalization in a manner which serves the
growth and spread of Armenology.
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
