ACADEMICIAN GRIGOR KAPANTSYAN AND THE TOPONYMS OF OLD
ARMENIA IN THE URARTIAN CUNEIFORM WRITINGS

When one considers the problem of the Urartian cuneiform toponyms, which concemn
the territory of Armenia, one must take into consideration that, in difference to the former
wrong view. the research has to do not with Urartian toponyms but chiefly with toponvms
of old Armenia which found their place in Urartian cunciform writings when that old
eastem nation carried out its campaigns to conquer other territories. Also G. Kapantsyan
considered in his works the comparison of the Armenian-Urartian toponyms and the
determination of the territories they occupied. With respect to the toponym Abegheank -
“KUF Abiliani, following K. Basmadjian and N. Marr, came rightly to the conclusion that
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thc name Abiliani which belongs to the cunciform era takes its origin from the province
Ahegheank of the state Avrarat of historical Ammenia. He says that the Abegheank lies at
the left bank of the upper stream of Araks. I le identities the toponym Havnunik - "“®Abuni
with the province Apahunik which lies to the north of the lake of Van. in the upper streams
of Aratsani. N. Harutyunian rigthly substantiates the ’?amllel Havnunik - ""® Abuni. when
he defined that toponym of cuneiform sources as “U®Abuni and identified it with the

province Havnunik of old Armenia which is mentioned in the “’History of Armenia™ by
Movses Xorenatsi. Kapantsyan rightly identified the Tuarasinici-hubi. which is mentioned

in the Xorxorean annals. in the title text of the 13th year war capaign. with the province
Tuaratzatap of old Armenia, which lied to the north-west of the lake Van. in the upper
stream of Aratsani. What concerns the mountain s‘“’UGurqu neighboring with Tuaratzatap,
Kapantsyan is the first scholar in Urartology who identified it with the mountain Karke of
Armenian sources which was located in the province Hashteank. in the neighborhood of

the town of Ashtishat. to the south-esat of the province ¥ *Tuarasiniei-hubi-Tuaratzatap.
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
