
 



 



NOTES TO CONTRIBUTORS 
 

Haigazian Armenological Review has been published annually since 
1970 by the Department of Armenian Studies at Haigazian University. 

The review is devoted to studies concerning Armenia and the 
Armenians. These may include works dealing with history, archaeology 
geography, philology, religion, linguistics, literature, ethnography, culture 
(education, theatre, cinema, music, dance, architecture, plastic arts, mass 
media, etc.), economics, philosophy, politics, legal, natural, and social 
sciences, previously unpublished documents, memoirs, investigative 
articles, reviews, briefings, bibliographical lists and necrologies in 
Armenian, Arabic, English and French. Other sorts of materials might be 
published at the discretion of the Editorial Board. 

Articles submitted to Haigazian Armenological Review should 
preferably be not more than 10,000 words (including the endnotes), for 
investigative articles and briefings not more than 5000 words, for book 
reviews not more than 2000 words and for obituaries not more than 1000 
words. They will be considered on the understanding that they are not 
being offered for publication elsewhere, and have not been published in 
any language. It is preferred that manuscripts submitted for consideration 
are on disc with a hard copy. 

Manuscripts should have an introduction, the body (with subtitles) and 
a conclusion. Endnotes should have the following details.- 

In case of newspapers/periodicals: author, “title of the article”, name of the 
newspaper, place of publication, date and page number. 

In case of an article from a book: author, “title of the article”, name of the 
book and volume, editor, publisher/series, place of publication, date and page 
number. 

In case of books: author, name of the book and volume, editor, 
publisher/series, place of publication, date and page number. 

In case of archival materials: author of the document, “title of the document”, 
name of the document file, place reserved, number, date. 

In case of interviews: names of the interviewer and interviewee, date and 
place. 

In case of websites: the title, the address and date accessed. 
Submitted manuscripts must include a 150 word summary in Armenian 

or English and a short biography of the author (birthplace and birth date, 
higher education, degree, title of the thesis defended, the scope of the 
books published, the titles of the last two books published – with date and 
publisher – current position, and a passport size photo). 

The editors reserve the right to edit manuscripts to conform to the 

 



review's style and format. Authors will be informed before publication in 
case of more substantial editing. Spelling in articles published in Armenian 
will be edited to conform to the rules of classical Armenian orthography. 

Authors may submit with their contributions printable photographs, 
tables, figures, and maps on condition that they mention their sources and 
take responsibility for obtaining permission to publish any such material 
under copyright. 

All opinions expressed (except those in the Editorial) are those of the 
individual authors and not necessarily of Haigazian Armenological Review 
or Haigazian University.

All submissions received will be acknowledged immediately. 
Decisions concerning publication will be conveyed to the authors within 
three months of the date of receipt of the submitted contributions. 
Manuscripts not accepted for publication will be returned to their authors. 

Authors or publishers who wish to have their titles considered for 
review should send two copies of the said publication to the Editor. One 
copy will be passed on to the reviewer, while the second will be deposited 
in the Derian Armenological Library of Haigazian University and become 
available to the general public. 

Quotations can be made from contributions published in Haigazian 
Armenological Review. The Editorial Board likes to be kept informed in 
this regard. 

Authors are entitled to 5 offprints and two copies of the volume in 
which their contribution is published.
