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ARMENIAN STUDIES
AND
THE MINISTRY OF THE DIASPORA

Armenia and the Diaspora are two concepts which have a history
of centuries.

Throughout the centuries these two components of the Armenian
nation have had very different statuses. Today they encounter a new
stage.

Certainly, the current and forthcoming interrelation between
these two entities is complicated, as there are multiple trends,
demands and circumstances.

The Diaspora, in essence as well as in its organizational and
human components, its pluralistic self-perception and its geographic
relocations represents a constantly mobile and changing reality. On
the other hand, the Republic of Armenia, notwithstanding its twenty-
year existence, has not yet completed the stage of state formation.
Indeed, the state policy of the republic towards the Diaspora has had
diverse tracks with every rotation of the state authorities.

Today, the birth of the Ministry of the Diaspora once and for all
consolidates the absolute truth that in order to maintain its Armenian
identity the Diaspora needs Armenia. Likewise the Republic of
Armenia needs the Armenian Diaspora, as these two are inalienable,
irreplaceable and complementary entities for each other, even when
they act within their own frameworks.

Only the preservation of the Armenian identity of the Diaspora,
and the healthy policy of the Republic of Armenia vis-a-vis the
Diaspora enable these two entities to grow together. By
complementing each other, they guarantee their integrated as well as
separate survival in the forthcoming centuries.



Armenian Studies is a major factor in enhancing this
understanding. It represents the umbilical cord that ties Armenia and
the Diaspora to each other, and the Ministry of the Diaspora, which
has become reality after a long wait, may make this tie fruitful.

In this broad context, with its academic depth, Armenian studies
in the Diaspora has become a science and a tool for self-knowledge
and healthy identity preservation. Concurrently, Armenian studies in
Armenia should become an important means for the healthy
recognition of the Diaspora.

Moreover, the Ministry of the Diaspora should support and
initiate Armenological projects which cannot be realized by
individual scholars or departments of Armenian studies. The
realization of such projects cannot be delayed due to their pan-
Armenian strategic and state importance. For instance the extensive
and scientific study of contemporary Armenian Diaspora
communities cannot be realized without cooperation in the scientific
efforts of scholars in both the Diaspora and the Republic of Armenia.

It is essential that within the administrative structure of the
Ministry a secretariat should function to coordinate and combine,
receive and disseminate the Armenological products of both
Armenia and the Diaspora. This secretariat would thus become the
hub for disseminating world Armenological achievements and
activities.

The very fact that Armenian studies has become the means for
healthy self-knowledge should push the Ministry of the Diaspora to
become a free venue where the Diaspora and Armenia scholars meet
in healthy scrutiny and objective discussions. In this way they could
combine and coordinate the diverse issues that concern Armenian
studies, and overcome the subjective approaches and scientifically
unproven views which impede the full-fledged development of
Armenian studies.



Thus, it is expected that the Ministry of the Diaspora will provide
institutional thrust and free and solid roots with no political,
economic or other attachments. Likewise, the Diaspora should grant
Armenian studies unbiased breadth and growth entwined with world

scientific developments.
With this in mind we expect that Armenian studies will have an

important place on the agenda of the Ministry of the Diaspora.
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
