THE RULER OF LAGASH EANNATUM AND THE LAND OF SUBUR
Ghazaryan R. P., Tsakanyan R. A.

Key words: Sumer, Lagash, Eannatum, Elam, Subur/Subartu, Armenian Highland, Mesopotamia.

Today’s geopolitical trends and the continuation of the tendency of falsifying history make
it necessary to cover the history of the early state formations of the Armenian Highland and adjacent
territories. Among the latter is the country of Subur/Subartu, mentioned in Mesopotamian written
records, the study of the history of which is of great importance. As we know, very scarce but at the
same time, very valuable information about Ancient Armenia and adjacent territories is provided by
Sumerian cuneiform inscriptions as well. Among them are the inscriptions of Eannatum (during the
Sumerian early Dynastic period Illb (2450-2350 BC)), the ruler of the city-state of Lagash.
Eannatum was able to establish his rule over all of Sumer, as well as launch successful military
operations against Elam, Akshak and Mari. In his three inscriptions, Eannatum also mentions
campaigns to the north, to the country of Subur/Subartu.
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
