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THE FACTORS OF AUSTRIA'S ECONOMIC UPTURN
MARIAM POGHOSYAN

Abstract: Austria is one of the developed countries of Europe and the world, is a vital
transit center between different regions of Europe. This is the country which after 2 world
wars of the 20th century was able to provide high growth rates.

The relevance of the article. After two world wars of the last century, in particular,
after the end of the World War 11, the destroyed and occupied Austria is now one of the
richest countries in the world. Drawing parallels with the current Armenia, which is not
only in the post-war period but also in a period of COVID-19 pandemic, it becomes
relevant to study the experience of states that have emerged from such crises and became
world's leaders. The purpose of the article is to propose ways and solutions to overcome
the crisis in Armenia, considering Austria as a benchmark.

The following objectives are set, for achieving this goal:

o to study the way of economic development of Austria,
¢ to identify the methods used and currently in use,
o to analyze the positions of Austria and Armenia on a number of world indicators.

We draw conclusions about the main results of the study through logical inference and
comparative analysis methods.

The Scientific Novelty: Analyzing the main factors of solving the problems of
economic development in Austria and comparing them with the problems of Armenia, we
come to the conclusion that the application of solutions to these problems will allow: a) to
solve problems in the field of education, which will contribute to the training of specialists
in accordance with modern requirements; b) to develop an employment policy that will
lead to an increase in employment among young people.

Possibilities of application: The article considers the main factors of the
implementation of the economic recovery of Austria-the education and employment
systems. We have identified those policy instruments that can be localized in Armenia,
taking into account the peculiarities of Armenian economy. Thus, the implementation of
the following proposals will contribute to economic growth in Armenia:

1. It is proposed to combine the apprenticeship program, which to some extent is
already being implemented in Armenia since 2019, with Collective bargaining agreements
that will be concluded between the employer, a public organization of an industry
orientation, a trade union and an educational institution. According to these agreements,
both the hours of work and the amount of wages will be regulated, as well as the results
that will be obtained during the study.

2. Following Austria’s example, it is proposed to increase public and private funding
for science, research, and development, and in order to have employees meeting the time
requirements, to conduct skills demand analysis which will identify the professions of the
future and will also contribute to the development of appropriate educational programs,
according to which places will be allocated by state order.
