THE ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT PATH OF THE PHILIPPINES

Abstract. Unlike its Asian neighbors, the Philippines followed the path of
deindustrialization, was transformed into a services-oriented economy, and emerged as a
global hub of business process outsourcing by attracting large multinational corporations
from the United States.

Purpose of the article. By considering the process of transformation of the
Philippines into a services-oriented economy and how the country emerged as a modern
services exporter (namely business process outsourcing (BPO)), to propose respective
steps to increase the exports of modern services, and with respect to the priority of
economic policy in Armenia.

The following objectives have been set to achieve this goal:

e to present the path of transformation of the Philippines into a services-oriented
economy and the shift in the economic policy;

e to study how Philippines’ modern services sector emerged, the path to a global BPO
hub, and the factors and measures contributing to the growth of the sector;
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¢ to identify and substantiate the importance and possibilities of utilizing such measures
in Armenia by presenting the export trends on IT-BPO services in Armenia and the
Philippines.

In drawing conclusions on the main results of the study, methods of conventional
synthesis and comparative analysis have been applied.

Scientific novelty. By analyzing the transformation process of the Philippines into
services-oriented economy and the role of modern services sector, the priority of the
economic policy in Armenia and the choice of respective measures to increase the exports
of other business services (BPO) have been identified and substantiated that were
successfully utilized by the Philippines. By taking into account:

o the role of the manufacturing and the services sector in ensuring the economic growth
in Armenia, and based on the study of development path of the Philippines, the priority
of economic policy has been justified and proposed in order to ensure inclusive
economic growth in Armenia;

o the need to increase the competitiveness of both modern and traditional services
sectors in Armenia, and the case of the Philippines, creation of an appropriate body in
Armenia has been justified and proposed,;

e the need to develop other business services sector in Armenia, and Philippines
background, respective measures have been substantiated and proposed to develop
medium-end services (data analytics) sector in regions as well to ensure equitable
development.

The study has enabled us to propose three below-mentioned applied proposals based
on the study of the Philippines' transformation process and the characteristics of the
Armenian economy:

1. By taking into account the manufacturing-to-GDP and services sector-to-GDP
ratios and the need to ensure inclusive growth in Armenia, maintaining the manufacturing-
to-GDP ratio at least at 15% along with the growth of the services sector needs to be the
priority of the economic policy.

2. By taking into account the services sector-to-GDP ratio in Armenia, it has been
proposed to create a working group (consisting of professionals from various sectors and
representatives of the Government of Armenia), and establish a Council of Services Sector
under the Government that will coordinate the working group. The Group will be
responsible for identifying incentives, and favorable environment that will attract investors
into the following sectors: IT and ICT-enabled services, namely BPO (data analytics, etc.),
medical tourism, etc. The Group will be responsible for drafting Development and Export
Promotion Strategies for each subsector in collaboration with corresponding government
departments.

3. At the current stage, to prioritize data analytics subsector of other business services
and promote investments according to the proposed following steps:

Over the short-run period:

o to select partner universities (including regional ones), design, and organize courses
for students, including students majoring in Economics, etc.;

e to address the availability of respective infrastructure (especially in regional cities)
define a minimum space requirement for an IT park, thus enabling various and/or a
single floor in a new residential building to qualify for and act as an IT park. The
companies operating on the premises of those parks will be granted and qualify for the
benefits and incentives. This will stimulate the growth of construction industry in the
regions of Armenia as well;
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o to define respective incentives by taking into account those offered by the Philippines.
Over the short- to medium-term period:

e to set up companies from graduates of designed courses and assist them in attracting
outsourced contracts;

o to attract foreign companies into the selected sub-sector with the respective supply of
workforce in place.
Over the medium-term period:

e to apply this success model with respect to various selected subsectors of other
business services;

e in order to track the growth of the given sub-sector of other business services, it is
proposed that the Statistical Committee of Armenia needs to release more detailed
export data on other business services.
