The scientific novelties of the articles presented in the journal are summarized and
presented under “The Scientific Novelties of The Journal” heading. By its significance,
this is a new culture that is absent in scientific journals of Armenia and is used for the
first time in the practice of publishing scientific research journals. It

e will motivate readers to study in detail both each article and a journal as a whole.
e provides an opportunity for various parts of the executive authority;

3. to see the shortcomings and omissions in the area and eliminate them in a short

time by placing appropriate orders,

4. to give systematic solution to the problems that have arisen in the economy,

e It will become a scientific guide in the hands of various structural divisions of
legislative and executive authorities (ministries, commissions and other units).

e It will become a scientific guide for those who want to pursue science (researchers,
postgraduates, applicants) and for the universities’ teaching staff.

The Scientific novelties are presented according to the country groups and the order of

placement in the journal.

1. COUNTRIES OF THE EUROPEAN REGION
1.1. THE FACTORS OF AUSTRIA'S ECONOMIC UPTURN

The Scientific Novelty is the following: Analyzing the main factors of solving the
problems of economic development in Austria and comparing them with the problems
of Armenia, the author comes to the conclusion that the application of solutions to
these problems will allow: a) to solve problems in the field of education, which will
contribute to the training of specialists in accordance with modern requirements; b) to
develop an employment policy that will lead to an increase in employment among
young people.

1.2. EXPERIENCE OF THE CZECH REPUBLIC'S ECONOMIC PATH

Considering the problems of economic development in Armenia, particularly in
the spheres of health care, online commerce, the public-private sector and the scientific
community cooperation, possibilities of solving the above-mentioned problems by the
example of the Czech Republic were identified and substantiated by the author, the
essence of which is as follows:
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1. Taking into account the improvement of the living standards of people after the
introduction of the compulsory health insurance program in the Czech Republic,
it is proposed to introduce a similar program in Armenia.

2. The absence of online taxation in Armenia creates unequal conditions for online
and offline trader’s from rented premises; therefore, it is proposed to introduce a
taxation system for online trading in Armenia, which can be based on the example
of the Czech Republic, which is currently one of the best in the world.

3. Numerous analyzes indicate that in order to solve the problem of the lack of
communication between the public-private sector and the scientific community, it
is proposed to create an electronic platform following the example of the Czech
Republic to facilitate cooperation between all three parties.

1.3. FEATURES AND INSTRUCTIVE ASPECTS OF SWEDISH ECONOMIC
DEVELOPMENT MODEL

In the article, based on the Swedish experience, the thesis was substantiated
according to which countries lacking mineral and energy resources can ensure
development and modernization if the ruling elites always compare the intermediate
results of reforms with a reasonable and balanced social policy and receive the support
of the general public at all stages of transformation, and also create conditions for them
to be widely involved in social and economic life. For the Republic of Armenia, this
conclusion of the article means that the government, using effective instruments of
economic policy, must correct the consequences of the reforms carried out on the
principles of extreme liberalism, which led to the formation of an extremely polarized
society.

1.4. THE COURSE OF PORTUGAL’S ECONOMIC TRANSFORMATION

Based on the Portuguese experience, it was justified and proposed to combine the
determination of the amount of mandatory funded pension contributions with the
number of children; this will contribute to an increase in the birth rate and the
development of a voluntary pension fund.

In order to replenish the RA labor market with qualified personnel, and also to
prevent the loss of intangible assets, it was proposed to develop “Scientific employment
program” based on the example of Portugal, with the emphasis on permanent
cooperation between the state, science and the private sector.

1.5. THE ROAD OF THE RISE OF CYPRUS

Enhancing public-private cooperation; providing companies with tax, customs and
credit benefits; creation of favorable conditions for export (sale) and exchange of high-
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tech products; stimulating the innovative development of companies, ensuring equal
and attractive conditions for capital investment for domestic and foreign investors;
creation of new jobs in the light, food and processing industries through additional
investment; active involvement of stakeholders in housing construction and provision
(in order to ensure employment and reduce the duration of construction work); the
development and application of a mutually agreed harmonious model of economic
development and social policy (aimed at improving the living standards of the
population and balanced economic development) as a result of using the experience of
Cyprus economy development can significantly contribute to the balanced
development of the economy of the Republic of Armenia.

1.6. GREECE. EDGES OF COOPERATION

Development and application of equal and attractive tax instruments for domestic
and foreign investors; ensuring affordable financing for innovative investment
activities; transformation of private tourist visits into family visits (especially with an
emphasis on organizing children's recreation) through increased investment in tourism;
activation of the Armenian-Greek cooperation in the field of education and science
through the training of competitive specialists, effective exchange of innovative
products, technologies and technological solutions; the creation of joint Armenian-
Greek private, state-owned companies and companies with state participation in
various spheres of the economy; the organization of joint Armenian-Greek cultural
events and mutual visits in order to stimulate the development of tourism in both
countries as a result of using the experience of the Greek economy development can
significantly contribute to the balanced development of the economy Republic of
Armenia.

1.7. SWITZERLAND. KEY TO A STABLE ECONOMY

The scientific novelty of the article is the following: the study identified problems
associated with the large-scale opening of vocational educational institutions (schools)
in the Republic of Armenia and increasing their importance, deepening the university-
research institute-state system, increasing funding for science, reducing the volume of
tax incentives and improving their targeting, provision of preliminary tax incentives
for enterprises "moving" to Armenia, the effective solution of which is proposed using
the experience of the development of the Swiss economy.
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1.8. THE WAY OF FRANCE'S ECONOMIC GROWTH. AGRICULTURAL MODEL

It was substantiated and proposed to apply some provisions of the strategic
program of the French agrarian sector development in order to comprehensively solve
various problems in the same sphere of the Republic of Armenia.

1. The application of wine-making cooperatives models was justified. This will
increase the efficiency of the procurement process.

2. In order to compensate the damage caused by the loss of agricultural crops or
livestock kept in the pastures, it was proposed to establish a natural disaster fund in the
Republic of Armenia.

3. Given the predominantly low solvency of the villagers in various countries, as
well as the lack of mutual trust between insurers and insured, it has been proposed to
improve the legislation, strengthening the role of state support.

1.9. ROMANIA'S ECONOMIC REFORMS

Studying the experience of Romania's economic reforms, it was proposed to form a
competition council, which will approve economically sound programs based on
strategically important programs of the country, which is the scientific novelty of the
article.

1.10.TRENDS OF NORWAY'S ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT

As a result of analyzes the author formed the below 2 scientific novelties:

1. One of the main directions of Norway's economic development is the model of
hydropower management, the use of which in various countries, will allow to use
the available water resources wisely taking into account the impact on the
environment, water hydrological regimes, negative actual impacts on flora and
fauna, etc.

2. The development of energy joint stock companies of a mixed type with the
participation of the state is also a scientific novelty.

2. COUNTRIES OF THE ASIA-PACIFIC REGION
2.1. TATWAN ECONOMIC POLICY LESSONS

Based on the results of the study of the 70-year experience of Taiwan's economic
development and comparing it with the existing problems in the Republic of Armenia,
a new model ensuring the progressive growth of the Armenian economy was
substantiated, with the following structure: 1 - education, 2 - science, 3 - innovation, 4
- export, 5- investment. As well as the reforms are proposed for each sphere, which
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allow solving the existing problems in the Republic of Armenia. In particular, for
educational reforms, we propose a change in the financing model of educational
institutions, the introduction of innovative engineering laboratories throughout the
school education system, as well as the allocation of places for budget education at
universities based on estimation of professional demand. From the point of view of
sectoral development of the economy, we propose to target the textile and food
industries in the light industry, and the military industry in the heavy industry. For the
development of innovation we have proposed the introduction of a network of
technoparks, for the promotion of exports the establishment of an export promotion
organization. And in order to attract investments, we have proposed the development
of an investment attraction strategy, the creation of an investment platform, the
introduction of the "one-window" principle.

2.2. SCIENTIFIC FIELD OF THE ISLAMIC REPUBLIC OF IRAN IN THE CONTEXT OF
ECONOMIC-POLITICAL DEVELOPMENT

Analyzing the economic and political events and policy decisions taking place in
the Islamic Republic of Iran, in particular, the key provisions ensuring the
development and progress of the country within the framework of the «Vision 2025»
program, the following two novelties were obtained:

1) Considering the importance of statistical data related to the scientific and
educational field, create a unit dealing with the collection and processing of data
within a single body.

2) Based on the effectiveness of the existing innovative infrastructures in Iran,
introduce similar infrastructures in the field of science in the Republic of Armenia,
which will greatly contribute to the commercialization of scientific results and
their implementation in the relevant fields.

2.3. THE ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT PATH OF THE PHILIPPINES

Scientific novelty: By analyzing the transformation process of the Philippines into
services-oriented economy and the role of modern services sector, the priority of the
economic policy in Armenia and the choice of respective measures to increase the
exports of other business services (BPO) have been identified and substantiated that
were successfully utilized by the Philippines. By taking into account:

e the role of the manufacturing and the services sector in ensuring the economic
growth in Armenia, and based on the study of development path of the Philippines,
the priority of economic policy has been justified and proposed in order to ensure
inclusive economic growth in Armenia;

e the need to increase the competitiveness of both modern and traditional services
sectors in Armenia, and the case of the Philippines, creation of an appropriate body
in Armenia has been justified and proposed;
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e the need to develop other business services sector in Armenia, and Philippines
background, respective measures have been substantiated and proposed to develop
medium-end services (data analytics) sector in regions as well to ensure equitable
development.

3.COUNTRIES OF THE AMERICAN AND OTHER REGIONS
3.1. BRAZIL. THE TRAJECTORY OF ECONOMIC REFORMS

Studying the trajectory of Brazil's economic reforms, it was noted that the positive
experience of some sectors of the economy is applicable to Armenia, in particular,
following the example of Brazil, in Armenia it is necessary to pay attention to the
agricultural sector; in order to develop it, it is necessary to create structures for the
introduction of innovative technologies, for which the state must play a major role.
Social assistance programs need to be developed to improve the welfare of the poor
population. It is necessary to develop the processing industry, science and technology.

3.2. ARGENTINA'S ECONOMIC PROGRESS . PATH OF ASCENTS AND DESCENTS

The scientific novelty: Based on the results of the study and analysis of ways to
ensure economic progress in Argentina, innovative approaches and mechanisms
(online agro-consulting platform, application of innovative technologies) were
identified that ensure the effective development of agriculture in Argentina, the use of
which will help solve some of the problems facing the agriculture of the Republic of
Armenia.

3.3. CANADA. IN THE CONTEXT OF AGRICULTURAL DEVELOPMENT

The scientific novelty of the article is that some problems of the RA agriculture
were revealed, for solving them the approaches used in the Canadian agricultural sector
were proposed, the essence of which is as follows:

e Farmers carry out agricultural activities on large plots of land (average 295 ha).

e Agriculture is based on research and development (R&D) and agriculture is carried
out with the latest technologies.

e Farmers' source of income is not only agricultural but also non-agricultural
activities.

e State support programs are implemented for the development of agriculture, and
there are special centers in rural communities that support the implementation of
innovative ideas in agriculture.
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3.4. INSTITUTIONAL FOUNDATIONS OF AUSTRALIA'S ECONOMIC SUCCESS

The scientific novelty of the article concerns the development of a framework for
replicating Australia's economic success in different countries, in particular:

e It is necessary to ensure the balanced development of the mining industry, taking
into account the interests of all stakeholders - the private sector, the state and the
public.

e The state should not only support the development of high-value agriculture, but
also act as a sponsor and protector in the international market.

e Membership to economic unions can not only benefit but also become a brake of
economic progress. In the current geopolitical conditions, the differentiation of
foreign economic relations in at least 3 balanced directions is of paramount
importance

e An effective education-work-resident-citizenship chain should be developed and
implemented to ensure qualified workforce and migration to prevent further
population decline.

3.5. QATAR. THE PASSED ECONOMIC WAY AND "NATIONAL 2030" VISION

Based on the results of the analysis of Qatar's economic path and "National 2030"
vision have been revealed the innovative structures and approaches to ensure the
effective development of information technologies and banking system (salam financial
instrument, "Shams" security management system), the application of which will allow
to solve some problems of the information technologies and the banking system of RA.

3.6. BOOM OF THE RWANDA’S ECONOMY

Rwanda's economic and political multi aspect analysis and studies let us reveal the
factors and conditions for the support of Rwanda's rapid economic growth, on the basis
of which the institutional grounds for realization of the vision of economic stability
and progress in Armenia have been developed. In particular, the strategic documents
and development plans (poverty reduction strategy, national investment strategy)
should be developed, each of which with its annual action plan and budget.The results
can be used by government agencies, economic policy makers and researchers.
