FOREWORD

The present instalment deals with
about 150 glassware objects unearthed in
Soviet Armenia. Of this number 125—130
are unbroken or only partiy fractured.
This volume is the result of years of spade
work done by the authors. It 1s compiled
like a catalogue: first comes a description
of every object followed by the name of
the locus where it was brought to light.
The place and date of manufacture, where
possible, are also mentioned. These data
are followed by the museum inventory and
tomb numbers, tne objects found out con-
currently, that are of value in determimng
the date, and the parallels available else-
where. To avoid unwieldiness, no mention
1s made of other objects found simulta-
neously in the tombs: earthenware, wea-
pons and ornaments, the description of
which would be of no consequence to the
study of glass.

To make matters more comprehensi-
ble to those engaged in the field and to
give some notion to the readers at large,
apart from scientific cataloguing, the vo-
lume 18 also provided with an introduction
that outlines glass invention in general
and 1ts evolution up to the 4th century
A. D. This serves the background for a
summary discussion of ancient glass unco-
vered in Armenia, 1ts peculiarities, the
ways of manufacturing and working and
the production locations.

The glass under consideration (Ist-
4th centuries A. D.) is of great interest as
to the technique of manufacture and the
diversity of tinges and forms i1n the study
of not only Armenian glasswork but also
that of the ancient world as a whole. It
reflects, at the same time, the economic
and cultural relations of ancient Armema
with neighbouring countries.
