SUMMARY

The collection of folklore texts “ljevan {Dzo-
ropor)” comprises the data recorded by the
compiler in the period of 1970-2006 in the
former ljevan region, Armenian SSR (present
Tavush region of RA).

The texts have been written down from 138
narrators of different ages who were natives of
17 villages in historic Dzorropor. The edited
texts are kept in the archive of the Institute of
Archaeology and Ethnography, National Aca-
demy of Sciences of the Republic of Armenia,
in Esther Khemchians fund, numbered FEII:
0001-9999.

Due to conservatism and adherence of the
inhabitants of the lievan region to old traditi-
ons, the traditional folklore was still alive here
as far back as in the 70-80s of 20" century.

The collection gives the idea on the diver-
sity of folklore heritage of the historic and eth-
nographic ljevan.

A detailed preface covers a historical survey
of the region, the chronology and circumstan-
ces of the recordings, characteristics of the
folklore tradition, narrators® repertory, areal
dispersion of genres and other peculiarilies of
texts in the present collection.

The data have been reflected in the
following chapters and paragraphs:

The data, except formulas and records of
1973, 1974, 1993, were written down from ta-
pe-recordings with due regard for the dialec-
tological features of the ljevan dialect.

The edition includes the following com-
ments: the list of folklore data with references
to the published parallels according to the “The
Types of the Folk-Tale” by Aarne-Thompson,
to the collections of tales of neighboring peo-
ples and collections of Armenian folk tales, bio-
graphies of narrators, vocabulary of dialectical
words, the name and toponymy indexes.

The edition of the folklore of the ljevan his-
toric and ethnographic region has been per-
formed for the first time, the texts presented in
the collection have not been published before.
