transport were presented by two and four-wheel
carriages. including the gag ones, water-skin
boat-rafts, sailors, ect. However, a long period of
deep stagnation and even of regress stared m this,
as well as m the other fields. m late medieval
times as a result of centuries-old foreign rule.
The auther shows, how the Armenian people
neverthless managed to preserve their traditional
mode of life up to the middle of XX century.
