THE ASSASSINS AND THE KINGS OF CILICIAN ARMENIA

Keywords: Isma‘Tlism, Nizaris, Assassins, Cilician Armenia, Het'um I,

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The Nizar1 Ismailis, also known as Assassins, were a heretical religio-political
group of Shi‘a Islam. The major residence of Nizar1 leaders was Alamut, an impreg-
nable fortress in the Elburz Mountains of Iran. In the 12th century, da‘is
(missionaries, preachers) were constantly dispatched from Alamut to Syria to create
NizarT communities there and to lead them. The Syrian Nizari leaders generally ac-
cepted the suzerainty of the imams of Alamut. However, during the rule of Rashid
al-Din Sinan, known to the Franks as “the Old man of the Mountain”, the Syrian
Assassins gained considerable independence from Alamut.

The main reason for the viability of the NizarT state was the distinctive method
of struggle they acquired. Their special policy of assassinating prominent religious,
political and military enemy figures made them an infamous and dangerous power
in the region. For undertaking assassination missions, the Nizaris used self-sacrific-
ing devotees called fida 7s. Not surprisingly, through their whole history the Assas-
sins were striking terror in the hearts of the most powerful Middle Eastern rulers.
Anyone who dared to have problems with them, risked to fall beneath their daggers.
The majority of political murders and assassination attempts in the 11th-13th cc.
were attributed to them. Hundreds of Muslim and Christian rulers such as caliphs,
sultans, viziers, emirs, kings and princes died at the hands of Nizar1 fanatics. The
Assassins even demanded annual tributes from the rulers of adjacent states. Many
Christian monarchs, fearful of sudden assassination, preferred to pay them tribute or
to send them gifts regularly.

The Assassins had a reputation of professional murderers. As a result, they were
sometimes recruited by foreign rulers to annihilate their political adversaries or en-
emy leaders. The NizarTs were also well-known in Cilician Armenia and were called
“hasisk’,” “mulhedk™” or “mlhetk " by medieval Armenian historians. Armenian and
Mamluk historical sources contain some interesting information on the relations be-
tween the Assassins and the ruling circles of the Armenian kingdom. Not only for-
eign enemies employed them against Armenian kings but also the latter sometimes
used their services to punish local rebellious barons.
