The purpose of the article, based on domestic and foreign
sources, is to find out to what extent the declaration of
independence of Azerbaijan and Artsakh corresponded to the
requirements of legal acts of the USSR.

The article is written through a comparison and comparative
study of the original sources related to the issue, as well as an
examination analysis of the scientific works related to it.

As a result of joint examination of facts and documents related to
the issue, as well as historical and political literature, we came
to the conclusion that Azerbaijan declared its independence by
violating the legal acts of the USSR, while considering the
sequence of steps taken by the Armenians of Artsakh to declare
the independence of the Artsakh Republic, we can assert that the
legal process of declaring Artsakh a republic on September 2,
1991, as well as declaring the newly declared republic
independent through a referendum held on December 10 of the
same year according to the will of the Artsakh Armenians, was
carried out in accordance with the requirements of the
international and USSR legislation..

According to the Declaration “On the Restoration of the State Independence of the
Republic of Azerbaijan”, adopted on August 30, 1991, and according to the
Constitutional Act of the Republic of Azerbaijan “On the Restoration of the State
Independence of the Republic of Azerbaijan”, adopted on October 18, 1991, Azerbaijan
renounced its legal succession to Soviet Azerbaijan and declared its succession to a
state called the Democratic Republic of Azerbaijan, which existed from May 28, 1918
to April 28, 1920 but was not recognized internationally, and of which Artsakh has
never been a part.Both by a declaration and by a constitutional act, renouncing the legal
succession to Soviet Azerbaijan and declaring itself to be the successor of the existing

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in 1918-1920 but internationally unrecognized Democratic Republic of Azerbaijan, the
Republic of Azerbaijan has considered, in fact, all the legal acts adopted in the Soviet
period concerning Azerbaijan as invalid.In fact, by adopting the above-mentioned
documents, the Republic of Azerbaijan has invalidated the 1921 illegal, not discussed
at the July 5 session, not put to a vote, but “adopted” decision of the Caucasus Bureau
of the Central Committee of the Communist Party of Soviet Russia to annex Artsakh
to Soviet Azerbaijan and in fact to seize it.

Based on the “Procedure for resolving issues related to the withdrawal from the
USSR”, which was the law of the USSR, and in particular on Article 3, adopted on
April 3, 1990, which gave the peoples of autonomous formations the right to
independently determine their state and legal status in the event of secession from the
USSR, the Nagorno Karabakh regional council and the Shahumyan regional council
during their joint session with the participation of the deputies of the Soviets at all
levels, noting that Azerbaijan, leaving the USSR, declared its independence, restoring
its republic of 1918-1920, on September 2, 1991 adopted the declaration on the
proclamation of the Nagorno Karabakh Republic.

More than three months later a referendum on the independence of the Nagorno
Karabakh Republic was held in Artsakh on December 10, 1991 in the presence of
international observers, in which 82.2% of eligible voters took part. 99.89% of voters
voted for the independence of the Republic of Artsakh? Considering the sequence of
steps taken by the Armenians of Artsakh to declare the independence of the Republic
of Artsakh, we can assert that the legal process of declaring Artsakh a republic on
September 2, 1991, as well as declaring the newly declared republic independent
through a referendum held on December 10 of the same year according to the will of
the Artsakh Armenians, was carried out in accordance with the requirements of the
international and USSR legislation.

In response to the independence of Artsakh, Azerbaijan started a war against the
Republic of Artsakh.It should be noted that, unlike Artsakh, Azerbaijan held a
referendum on secession from the USSR eight days after the dissolution of the USSR
itself, on December 29, 19913,

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The leaders of 11 out of the 15 Soviet republics on December 21, 1991 signed in the
capital of Kazakhstan, Alma-Ata, the Alma-Ata Declaration, announcing the
dissollljtion of the USSR and the establishment of the Commonwealth of Independent
States™.

In fact, the independence referendum held by Azerbaijan was completely meaning-
less, as there was no other state from which it was possible to leave based on the USSR
legislation.

Neither the people of the Republic of Artsakh nor the Armenians living on the
territory of Azerbaijan took part in the independence referendum in Azerbaijan, as the
people of the Republic of Artsakh had already held their independence referendum, and
while some of the Armenians living in the territory of Azerbaijan were subjected to the
genocide planned by the Azerbaijani authorities at the state level, the majority of them
left their homes, escaping the genocide?.

The fact that the Armenians of Artsakh did not participate in the senseless
referendum on independence held in Azerbaijan on December 29, 1991, eight days
after the dissolution of the USSR, is another proof of the indisputable fact that Artsakh
has never been by any status a part of independent Azerbaijan.

Thus, Azerbaijan gained its de jure independence in 1991 as a result of the adoption
of the Alma-Ata Declaration on December 21, 1991, whereas the Republic of Artsakh
was an independent state for almost four months.
