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Complete description of archive or publication
material, according to which the translation has
been made, should be comprised in the manus-
cript.

Long pro-
logues are regarded articles and should be
written under separate titles.

If the publishing source contains references,
they are presented as a part of a body text and
are each numbered sequentally and precede
the body text-source. Citations in the body text
of the source are numbered in round brackets.
If the reference in the publication source is pro-
cessed electronically (which belongs to a pub-
lishing author and not to a publisher or a trans-
lator), it should not be listed at the end of a
body text.

Publisher or translator may present references
about the publishing source. Such kind of re-
ferences are presented at the end of a body
text.

Bibliographic citations in the references are

formed in the following way:

Via the references one may present foreign
word translations, explanations of abbreviations
etc. contained in the text. The same informa-
tion may be presented in the source text in
square brackets.

It is advisable to choose up to 40.000

character source for the publication materials in

the periodical. In case of a large source, it is

necessary to shorten (select) for preparing material

for the periodical.

Unfortunately, translations and archive sources
are submitted to the Editorial which have
neither enough comments nor full introduce-
tions. We ask the translators and publishers to
take into consideration the fact that the mate-
rials presented in such a way could not be con-
sidered scientific publications and accordingly

could not be submitted for publication.

Essays of various symposiums and scientific

events.

Information about the symposium organizers,
place and time should be included in the essay.
The symposium members’ name, surname,
workplace and City (in brackets) should be
mentioned, and in case of international sympo-
siums, the name of the city is also included.

Reviews and bibliographical essays.

The length of a review should be from 5-10
